The Company sold aforementioned land in financial year 2018-19, which was treated as of revenue nature 
and made part of the revenue for financial year 2018-2019. Although this multiform classification of Land 
in the Annual Audit Reports has been made uniform in the Restated Financial Statement of the Company 
which can be referred on page number 139 of this Prospectus. 

 
10. Our operations are subject to high working capital requirements. Our inability to maintain sufficient 

cash flow, credit facilities and other sources of funding, in a timely manner, or at all, to meet 
requirement of working capital or pay out debts, could adversely affect our operations. 

 
Being into manufacturing business there exist substantial requirement of working capital and financing in 
the form of fund and non-fund based working capital facilities to meet our requirements. The details of 
our working capital in last 3years and stub period are as under which is showing continuous increase:

A liquidity crunch may also result in increased working capital borrowings and, consequently, higher 
finance cost which will adversely impact our profitability. The significant amount of working capital and 
major portion of our working capital is utilized towards inventories and trade receivables. Our inability to 
maintain sufficient cash flow, credit facility and other sourcing of funding, in a timely manner, or at all, to 
meet the requirement of working capital or pay out debts, could adversely affect our financial condition 
and result of our operations. 

 
11. Our business requires us to obtain and renew certain registrations, licenses and permits from 

government and regulatory authorities and the failure to obtain and renew them in a timely manner 
may adversely affect our business operations. 

 
Our business operations are required to obtain various regulatory and other approvals and registrations for 
the projects it launches like RERA registration, approval of project plan. If the Company does not receive 
the requisite approvals/licenses, its operations may be adversely affected. Further, certain statutory and 
regulatory authority may put certain terms and conditions, which are required to be complied with by us. 
Any default by our Company in complying with the same, may result in inter alia the cancellation of such 
licenses, consents, authorizations and/or registrations, which may adversely affect our operations. For more 
information   on   the   various   statues   applicable   to   our   company,   please   refer   section   titled   ―Key 
Regulations& Policies‖ appearing on page no. 96 of this Prospectus. 

 
12. Our real estate development activities are geographically concentrated in the Neemrana, Rajasthan. 

Consequently, we are exposed to risks from economic, regulatory and other changes in these areas, 
which in turn may have an adverse effect on our business, results of operations, cash flows and 
financial condition. 

 
Our real estate development activities are primarily focused in and around Neemrana, Rajasthan which 
may perform differently from, and may be subject to market conditions and regulatory developments that 
are different from, real estate markets in other parts of India or the world. For details of our projects, see 
― Our Business on page 89. The real estate market in the Neemrana, Rajasthan may be affected by various 
factors outside our control, including prevailing local and economic conditions, changes in the supply and 
demand for properties comparable to those we develop, changes in the applicable governmental 
regulations, economic conditions, demographic trends, employment and income levels and interest rates, 
among other factors. These factors may contribute to fluctuations in real estate prices, rate of sales and the 
availability of land in the Neemrana, Rajasthan and could also adversely affect the demand for and 
valuation of our ongoing and planned projects. Any such risk may be further exacerbated by the illiquid 
nature of real estate investments. Consequently, our business, results of operations, cash flows and 
financial condition have been and will continue to be dependent on the performance of, and the prevailing 
conditions affecting, the real estate market in the Neemrana, Rajasthan. 

 
13. Our inability to cater to and suitably update and enhance our offerings may adversely affect our 

revenues and, thus, our business, results of operations and prospects 

 
Our customers require variety of product offerings (which is land in our case) suited to different 
requirements such as Geographical direction preferences etc. Our failure to introduce desired products on 
an on-going basis, to anticipate, or to respond adequately to changing client requirements could adversely 
affect our business and financial results. 

 
14. Our Company’s has no insurance coverage to protect us against all material hazards which may result 

in disruptions of operations/monetary loss on account of stoppage of work. 
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Our Company has not insured itself against business or operational risks. The Registered office at Plot 
No.44, Block B-10, Second Floor, Sector-13, Dwarka, New Delhi-110070, Place of Business and other 
assets owned by the Company are not insured. In the event of loss due to Fire, Injury and other accidents 
to Property may result in disruptions of operations and monetary loss. The loss would have to be borne 
by us and our results of operations, cash flows and financial performance could be adversely affected. 

 

15. Our ability to attract new customers is heavily dependent upon various factors including our reputation 
and our ability to maintain a high level of service quality. Any failure by us to retain or attract 
customers may impact its business and revenues. 

 
We believe that our strong brand reputation has helped us to attract our customers. As a result, our 
reputation and perception of our brands are critical to our business. Our business heavily relies on our 
reputation, quality and popularity of our product, our visibility and perception amongst customers. 
Therefore, it is important that we retain the trust placed on us by our customers. At the same time, we 
must also continue to attract more number of customers at a consistent rate. Though, we attempt to retain 
our position by maintaining and improve our product offerings yet failure on our part to maintain and 
enhance our reputation or product quality and services may act as an hindrance in attainment of our 
customers ‘retention and addition objectives which in turn may adversely impact our business and 
revenues. 

 
16. Termination of agreements/arrangements with Customers, could negatively impact our revenues and 

profitability. 

 
Our customers book with us by paying a token amount. Many of our client contracts can be terminated 
with or without providing any prior notice. Our business is dependent on the decisions and actions of our 
customers, and there are a number of factors relating to our clients that are outside our control that might 
result in the termination or surrender of their booking or the loss of a client. Our business may be 
adversely affected if any of our contracts are terminated by our customers. 

 
17. Our business is linked to Real Estate cycle which is not doing so well currently and the real estate 

sector is dependent on several factors out of control of the Company. Accordingly, our overall 
performance may be impacted by macro factors out of control of the Company. 

 
Our company is working in Real Estate sector and demand for our product offerings is subject to macro- 
economic factors. Government decisions like Demonetization, GST roll out, etc. has significantly 
impacted real estate sector and also recent events like COVID-19 pandemic has serious adverse impact on 
the real estate sector and our Company‘s revenues and results of operations. 

 
18. Our Company does not own any of the trademarks for the logos representing a particular product (or) 

the trademark of word “SBL”. In case we are not availing registration for the Trademark, its business 
and brand/reputation might suffer as we depend on our brand names and logos that we may not be able 
to protect and/or maintain. 

 
Our Company has not applied for the registration of the any trademarks under which it carry on its 
business. These have not been applied as on the date of filing this Prospectus. If the application towards 
Trademark registration is neither applied nor approved or if any third parties challenge the validity or 
scope of this application, the Company may need to change its logo. In the event that if the Company is 
not granted registration for the trademark or if the third parties challenge the validity or scope of this 
application, the Company may not have a strong recourse to legal proceedings to protect its trademark 
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which could have an adverse effect on our business. In such a scenario, we may be also be required to 
invest significant resources in developing new brands or logos, which could materially and adversely 
affect our business, financial condition, results of operations and prospects. For details on the classes 
under which the Trademark applications have been made and other details please refer to the section titled 
―Government& other Approvals‖ beginning on Page no. 176 of the Prospectus. 

 
19. While we are currently not subject to extensive Governmental regulation, any regulatory or legal 

framework introduced in the future may increase our compliance requirements and costs, which may 
adversely affect our business, results of operations and prospects. However, to run our business, we 
require certain regulatory permits and approval. 

 
At present, the segments in which we operate are not subject to extensive Government regulation. While 
we are not in a position to predict the likelihood, timing or content of any such regulation or legislation, if 
any such regulation or legislation is notified, we may be affected in various ways. However, we have 
obtained all permits and licenses, which are adequate to run our business. Further, some of these 
approvals are granted for fixed periods and need renewal from time to time. We are required to renew 
such permits, licenses and approvals. There can be no assurance that the relevant authorities will issue any 
of such permits or approvals in time or at all. Failure by us to renew, maintain or obtain the required 
permits or approvals or any judicial review against us on our previous or future land deals may result in 
the interruption of our operations and may have a material adverse effect on our business. 

 
20. Any disruption in our information technology systems may adversely affect our business, results of 

operations and prospects. 

 
In today‘s digital world like any other organisation we also depend extensively on the capacity and 
reliability of our information technology systems, which are subject to damage or incapacitation by 
natural disasters, human error, power loss, sabotage, computer viruses, hacking, acts of terrorism and 
similar events or the loss of support services from third parties. Considering the nature of our business and 
the industry in which we operate, it is imperative for us to have a robust information technology platform. 
If our data capturing, processing and sharing cannot be integrated and/or we experience any defect or 
disruption in the use of, or damage to, our information technology systems, it may adversely affect our 
operations and thereby our business and financial condition. 

 
21. Our Company depends on its brand recognition. Its ability to retain the present number of customers 

serviced by it and attract new customers depends upon various factors including its reputation and its 
ability to maintain a high level of quality of its products and services at competitive prices. Any failure 
by the Company to retain or attract customers may impact our business and revenues. 

 
Our Company believes that brand recognition is important for its business due to relatively low barriers of 
entry in its market. A company‘s business heavily relies on its reputation as well as the quality and 
popularity of the products and services provided by it and its visibility and perception amongst customers. 
Our company‘s attempt to retain its position in the industry in which it operate and further build its 
reputation by maintaining quality and constantly striving to improve its value proposition to customers. 
As the market becomes increasingly competitive, maintaining and enhancing our company‘s brand will 
become critical to ensure that it continues to remain a competitive products and services provider relating 
to education solutions. Prospective clients gain awareness of our company‘s services through interactions 
with its existing clients. While our Company still believes that considering the time period since we have 
started, it has achieved reasonable scale in its business, any decrease in the number of customers which 
avail our services or delay in its expansion plans may lead to slowdown in its growth and scale. If our 
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clients are consistently provided with inaccurate services, or are provided with sub-standard services, they 
may become dissatisfied with the quality of the services provided by us which may in turn dilute the 
company‘s branding and materially adversely affect its reputation and consequently its business. Failure 
to maintain and enhance the company‘s reputation or any actual or perceived reasons leading to reduction 
of benefits from its projects and services or any negative publicity against us may adversely impact our 
ability to retain and attract new customers which shall consequently affect the brand reputation and 
consequently its business and results of operations. 

 
22. If we are unable to source business opportunities effectively, we may not achieve our financial 

objectives. 

 
Our ability to achieve our financial objectives will depend on our ability to identify, evaluate and 
accomplish business opportunities. To grow our business, we will need to hire, train, supervise and 
manage new employees, expand our sales channel and to implement systems capable of effectively 
accommodating our growth. However, we cannot assure that any such employees or marketing agents will 
contribute to the success of our business or that we will implement such systems effectively. Our failure to 
source business opportunities effectively could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial 
condition and results of operations. It is also possible that the strategies used by us in the future may be 
different from those presently in use. No assurance can be given that our analysis of market conditions 
and other data or the strategies that we may use in future to use will be successful under various market 
conditions. 

 
23. Our Promoters and members of the Promoter Group will continue jointly to retain majority control 

over our Company even after the Issue which will allow them to determine the outcome of matters 
submitted to shareholders for approval. 

 
Post this Issue, our Promoters and Promoter Group will collectively own 66.33% of our post issue equity 
share capital. As a result, our Promoters, together with the members of the Promoter Group, will continue 
to exercise a significant degree of influence over the Company and will be able to control the outcome of 
any proposal that can be approved by a majority shareholder vote, including, the election of members to 
our Board, in accordance with the Companies Act, 2013 and our Articles of Association. Such a 
concentration of ownership may also have the effect of delaying, preventing or deterring a change in 
control of our Company. In addition, our Promoters will continue to have the ability to cause us to take 
actions that are not in, or may conflict with, our interests or the interests of some or all of our creditors or 
other shareholders, and we cannot assure you that such actions will not have an adverse effect on our 
future financial performance or the price of our Equity Shares. 

 
24. Our Promoters play key role in our functioning and we heavily rely on their knowledge and experience 

in operating our business and therefore, it is critical for our business that our Promoters remain 
associated with us. 

 
Through this issue our Company proposes to get listed on the SME Platform of BSE and further increase 
its asset base in order to take the Company to the next level of operational and financial strength. Our 
Company will be severely dependent on its promoters to effectively implement its growth strategies. Our 
Promoters have been actively involved in the day to day operations and management. Accordingly, our 
performance is heavily dependent upon the services of our Promoters. If our Promoters are unable or 
unwilling to continue in their present position, we may not be able to replace them easily or at all. 
Financial impact of the aforesaid risk cannot be reasonably quantified. 
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25. Our success depends largely on our senior management and our ability to attract and retain our key 
personnel. 

 
Our success depends on the continued services and performance of our senior management and sales 
agents. Competition for senior employees and sales agents in the industry is intense and we may not be 
able to retain our existing team members or attract and retain new team members in the future. The loss of 
any member of our key team may adversely affect our business, results of operations and financial 
condition. We do not maintain key man’s life insurance for our Promoters, senior members of our 
management team or other key personnel. 

 
26. In addition to normal remuneration or benefits and reimbursement of expenses, our Promoters, our 

Directors and Key Managerial Personnel are interested in our Company to the extent of their 
shareholding, and dividend entitlements etc. 

 
Our Promoters, Directors and Key Management Personnel are deemed to be interested to the extent of the 
Equity Shares held by them, or their relatives, dividend entitlements, and benefits deriving from the 
directorship in SBL Infratech Limited. Our Promoters are interested in the transactions entered into the 
Company and its Promoter Group. For further information, please refer to the section titled “Our 
Promoter and Promoter Group”, Capital Structure”, “Our Management” and “Related Party 
Transactions”, beginning on pages 49, 114 and 137 respectively of this Prospectus. 

 
27. There may be potential conflict of interests between our Company and entity promoted by our 

Promoters cum Director. 

 
Our  Company  is  engaged  in  Real  estate  development  projects  and  the  Company  named  ―GN  Utkarsh 
Realty Private Limited‖ of which our Promoter cum Directors Mr. Ankit Sharma and Ms. Shifali Sharma 
are 100% owners is engaged in the same business activity. Further, we have not executed any Non- 
Compete Agreement with the said Company not to engage in businesses similar to that of our Company. 
As a result, conflicts of interests may arise in allocating business opportunities amongst our Company and 
our other Promoter Group Entities in such circumstances where our respective interests diverge. In cases 
of conflict, our Promoters may favour our Group Entities in which our Promoters have interests. There can 
be no assurance that our Promoters/Promoter Group will not compete with our existing business or any 
future business that we may undertake or that their interests will not conflict with ours. Any such present 
and future conflicts could have a material adverse effect on our business, results of operations and financial 
condition. For further details please refer to chapter titled “Our Group Entities” beginning on page 
no.134 of this Prospectus. 

 
28. The Objects of the Issue for which funds are being raised, are based on our management estimates and 

any bank or financial institution or any independent agency has not appraised the same. The 
deployment of funds in the project is entirely at our discretion, based on the parameters as mentioned 
in the chapter titles “Objects of the Issue”. 

 
The fund requirement and deployment, as mentioned in the ―Objects of the Issue‖ on page 67 of this 
Prospectus is based on the estimates of our management and has not been appraised by any bank or 
financial institution or any other independent agency. These fund requirements are based on our current 
business plan. We cannot assure that the current business plan will be implemented in its entirety or at all. 
In view of the highly competitive and dynamic nature of our business, we may have to revise our business 
plan from time to time and consequently these fund requirements. The deployment of the funds as stated 
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under chapter ―Objects of the Issue‖ is at the discretion of our Board of Directors and is not subject to 
monitoring by any external independent agency. Further, we cannot assure that the actual costs or 
schedule of implementation as stated under chapter ―Objects of the Issue‖ will not vary from the estimated 
costs or schedule of implementation. Any such variance may be on account of one or more factors, some 
of which may be beyond our control. Occurrence of any such event may delay our business plans and/or 
may have an adverse bearing on our expected revenues and earnings. 

 
29. There is no monitoring agency appointed by our Company and the deployments of funds are at the 

discretion of our Management and our Board of Directors, though it shall be monitored by the Audit 
Committee. 
 
As per SEBI (ICDR) Regulations, 2018 appointment of monitoring agency is required only for Issue size 
above Rs. 10,000 Lakh. Hence, we have not appointed a monitoring agency to monitor the utilization of 
Issue proceeds. However, the Audit Committee of our Board will monitor the utilization of Issue 
proceeds. Further, our Company shall inform about material deviations in the utilization of Issue proceeds 
to the stock exchange and shall also simultaneously make the material deviations / adverse comments of 
the audit committee public. 

 
30. Our ability to pay dividends in the future will depend upon our future earnings, financial condition, 

cash flows, working capital requirements, capital expenditure and restrictive covenants in our 
financing arrangements. 

 
We may retain all our future earnings, if any, for use in the operations and expansion of our business. As a 
result, we may not declare dividends in the foreseeable future. Any future determination as to the 
declaration and payment of dividends will be at the discretion of our Board of Directors and will depend 
on factors that our Board of Directors deem relevant, including among others, our results of operations 
financial condition, cash requirements, business prospects and any other financing arrangements. 

 
Additionally, we may not be permitted to declare any dividends under the loan financing arrangement that 
our Company may enter into future, if there is a default under such loan agreements or unless our 
Company has paid all the dues to the lender up to the date on which the dividend is declared or paid or has 
made satisfactory provisions thereof. 

 
Accordingly, realization of a gain on shareholders investments may largely depend upon the appreciation 
of the price of our Equity Shares. There can be no assurance that our Equity Shares will appreciate in 
value.  For  details regarding our  dividend policy,  please see ―Dividend Policy‖  on page  no.  138  of this 
Prospectus. 

 
31. Our future funds requirements, in the form of fresh issue of capital or securities and/or loans taken by 

us, may be prejudicial to the interest of the shareholders depending upon the terms on which they are 
eventually raised. 

 
We may require additional capital from time to time depending on our business needs. Any fresh issue of 
shares or convertible securities would dilute the shareholding of the existing shareholders and such 
issuance may be done on terms and conditions, which may not be favorable to the then existing 
shareholders. If such funds are raised in the form of loans or debt, then it may substantially increase our 
interest burden and decrease our cash flows, thus prejudicially affecting our profitability and ability to pay 
dividends to our shareholders. 
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32. Delay in raising funds from the IPO could adversely impact the implementation schedule. 

 
The proposed use of issue proceeds, as detailed in the section titled ―Objects of the Issue‖ on page no. 67 
is to be partially and/or wholly funded from the proceeds of this IPO. We have not identified any alternate 
source of funding and hence any failure or delay on our part to mobilize the required resources or any 
shortfall in the Issue proceeds may delay the implementation schedule. We therefore, cannot assure that 
we would be able to execute the expansion process within the given time frame, or within the costs as 
originally estimated by us. Any time overrun or cost overrun may adversely affect our growth plans and 
profitability. 

 
33. The requirements of being a public listed company may strain our resources and impose additional 

requirements. 

 
With the increased scrutiny of the affairs of a public listed company by shareholders, regulators and the 
public at large, we will incur significant legal, accounting, corporate governance and other expenses that 
we were not required to incur in the past. We will also be subject to the provisions of the listing 
agreements signed with the Stock Exchange. In order to meet our financial control and disclosure 
obligations, significant resources and management supervision will be required. As a result, 
management‘s attention may be diverted from other business concerns, which could have an adverse 
effect on our business and operations. 

 
There can be no assurance that we will be able to satisfy our reporting obligations. In addition, we will 
need to increase the strength of our management team and hire additional legal and accounting staff with 
appropriate public company experience and accounting knowledge and we cannot assure that we will be 
able to do so in a timely manner. Failure of our Company to meet the listing requirements of stock 
exchange, if any, could lead to imposition of penalties, including suspension of trading in shares of the 
Company. 

 
34. Inability to comply with the provisions of RERA may subject us to penal consequences there under. 

 
      The Government notified the RERA in the official gazette on May, 01 2016. The RERA has been 

introduced to regulate the real estate industry and to ensure, among others, imposition of certain 
responsibilities on real estate developers and accountability toward customers and protection of their 
interest. The RERA has imposed certain obligations on real estate developers, including us, such as 
mandatory registration of real estate projects, not issuing any advertisements or accepting advances unless 
real estate projects are registered under RERA, maintenance of a separate account for amounts realized 
from each real estate project and restrictions on withdrawal of amounts from such accounts and taking 
customer approval for major changes in sanction plan. RERA has inter-alia prescribed 

 
a) Registration of construction projects, 

b) Conditions to monitor the funds allocated towards each project and placed restrictions on the usage of 
the same 

c) Submission of specific details of the projects for public access 

d) Disclosure of timeline for construction, completion and delivery of project and 

e) Regulation of the advertising of the projects. 
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      In addition, we will have to comply with state-specific rules and regulations which will be enacted by the 
relevant state government where our ongoing projects are or our future projects may be located, due to the 
introduction of RERA. While most of the state governments have notified rules in relation to RERA, other 
states are in the process of doing so. To ensure compliance with the requirements of the RERA, we may 
need to allocate additional resources, which may increase our regulatory compliance costs and divert 
management attention. Further, we may face challenges in interpreting and complying with the provisions 
of the RERA due to limited jurisprudence on them. In the event our interpretation of provisions of the 
RERA differs from, or contradicts with, any judicial pronouncements or clarifications issued by the 
Government in the future, we may face regulatory actions or we may be required to undertake remedial 
steps. Any non-compliance of the provisions of RERA or such state-specific legislations may result in 
punishments (including fines or imprisonment) and revocation of registration of our ongoing projects, 
which may have an adverse effect on our business, operations and financial condition. 

 
35. Third party industry and statistical data in this Prospectus may be incomplete, incorrect or 

unreliable. 

 
We have not independently verified data from industry and other publications contained herein and 
although we believe these sources to be reliable, we cannot assure you that they are complete or reliable. 
Such data may also be produced on a different basis from comparable information compiled with regard 
to other countries. Therefore, discussions of matters relating to India and its economy are subject to the 
caveat that the statistical and other data upon which such discussions are based have not been verified by 
us and may be incomplete or unreliable. 
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Issue related risk 

 
36. We have issued Equity Shares in the last twelve months at price lower than the Offer Price. 

 
Our Company has issued 59,66,700 Equity shares on February 1, 2020, February 5, 2020 and August 31, 
2020 by way of Bonus and Rights Issue, as applicable, explained in detail in Chapter title “Capital 
Structure” on page 49. of this Prospectus. These Equity Shares has been issued at a price which are lower 
than the offer price of this Issue. 

 
37. We cannot assure you that our equity shares will be listed on the SME platform of BSE Limited in a 

timely manner or at all, which may restrict your ability to dispose of the equity shares. 

 
Though we shall make best of our efforts to comply with all applicable regulatory, financial and 
operational requirements for getting the equity shares proposed to be offered through this prospectus listed 
on BSE‘s SME platform in a time bound manner, yet on account of any change in applicable laws, 
economic conditions and/or any other reason/s beyond our control, the said shares may not get listed on 
the SME platform of BSE Limited in a timely manner or at all, which may restrict your ability to dispose 
of the equity shares. However, even in such circumstances, the company shall stay fully committed to pay 
such interest and/or refund the full application amount, as may be required in accordance with the 
applicable regulatory directives. 

 
38. Sale of Equity Shares by our Promoters or other significant shareholder(s) may adversely affect the 

trading price of the Equity Shares. 

 
Any instance of disinvestments of equity shares by our Promoters or by other significant shareholder(s) 
may significantly affect the trading price of our Equity Shares. Further, our market price may also be 
adversely affected even if there is a perception or belief that such sales of Equity Shares might occur. 

 
39. We may not be successful in implementing our business strategies. 

 
The success of our business depends substantially on our ability to implement our business strategies 
effectively. Even though we have successfully executed our business strategies in the past, there is no 
guarantee that we can implement the same on time and within the estimated budget going forward, or that 
we will be able to meet the expectations of our targeted customers. Changes in regulations applicable to us 
may also make it difficult to implement our business strategies. Failure to implement our business 
strategies would have a material adverse effect on our business and results of operations. 

 
40. We are exposed to the risk of delays or non-payment by our clients and other counterparties, which 

may also result in cash flow mismatches. 

 
We are exposed to counter party credit risk in the usual course of our business dealings with our clients or 
other counterparties who may delay or fail to make payments or perform their other contractual 
obligations. The financial condition of our clients, business partners, suppliers and other counterparties 
may be affected by the performance of their business which may be impacted by several factors including 
general economic conditions. We cannot assure you of the continued viability of our counterparties or that 
we will accurately assess their creditworthiness. We also cannot assure you that we will be able to collect 
the whole or any part of any overdue payments. Any material non-payment or non-performance by our 
clients, business partners, suppliers or other counterparties could affect our financial condition, results of 
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Operations and cash flows. For further details of our business and clients, please refer chapter titled ―Our 
Business‖ and ―Management Discussion & Analysis of  Financial Conditions  and Result  of  Operation‖ 
beginning on page 89& 164 of this Prospectus. 

 
41. Our business is significantly affected by fluctuations in general economic activity, such as recent 

effects of COVID 19 viruses. 

 
Our core business is plotting of land, demand for which is significantly affected by the general level of 
economic conditions in the regions in which we operate. An economic downturn in a region in which we 
operate may adversely affect our operations in that region, as the buying power of our prospective/existing 
customers may fall due to shift towards fulfillment of basic necessities of life and postponing any 
investment plans. We may also experience more competitive pricing pressure during periods of economic 
downturn. Also, declining unemployment levels can make it harder for us to identify customers willing to 
invest in real estate. Any significant economic downturns, such as those in 2008, 2009 and 2019, in India 
or in the global markets could have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition and 
results of operations. 

 
42. Unsecured loans have been taken by our Company which can be recalled by the lenders at any time. 

 
The unsecured loans standing in the restated financial statement of our Company as on March 31, 2021 is 
Rs.11.18 Lakh. The same loan can be recalled by the respective lenders at any point of time, if our 
Company fails in repaying the loan obtained by it, shall cause reputational loss to our Company. For 
details of Unsecured Loan, please refer ―Financial Statement as Restated‖ page number 139 of this 
Prospectus. 

 
43. The company has not complied with the requirement of providing for Related Party Transactions 

details in the books of accounts as mandated under Accounting Standard 18 (“AS 18”) issued by the 
Institute of Chartered Accountant of India. 

 
The Company has not complied with the requirement of providing for Related Party Transactions details 
in the books of accounts as mandated under Accounting Standard 18 (―AS 18‖) issued by the Institute of 
Chartered Accountant of India. However, the disclosure of it has been provided in Restated Financial 
Statements in this Prospectus. For more details on Related Party Transactions by the Company please 
refer page no. 137 of this Prospectus. 

 
44. We operate in highly competitive markets and our inability to compete effectively may lead to lower 

market share or reduced operating margins, and adversely affect our results of operations. 

 
India is our primary market and we face high competition in our business from local as well as nationwide 
players in our industry. Our key services are available from a large number of players providing same or 
similar services in our industry. Thus, factors affecting our competitive success include, amongst other 
things, price, demand for our services, and availability of land, brand recognition and reliability. As a 
result, to remain competitive in our market, we must continuously strive to reduce our procurement and 
administrative costs and improve our operating efficiencies. If we fail to do so, our competitors may be 
able to provide their services at prices lower than our prices, which would have an adverse effect on our 
market share and results of operations. Our competitors vary in size, and may have better financial, 
marketing personnel and other resources than us and certain of our competitors have a longer history of 
established business and reputation in the Indian market as compared with us. Our failure to compete 
effectively, including any delay in responding to changes in the industry and market, together with 
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increased spending on advertising, may affect the competitiveness of our services, which may result in a 
decline in our revenues and profitability. 

 
45. Prices of land is highly volatile and if we are unable to maintain appropriate time span between 

procurement and selling of our land it may cause huge losses. 

 
In our business the cost of procurement of land and regulatory approvals is the primary cost. Prices of 
land are highly variable, which cannot be hedged. Any fluctuation in these components as aforesaid may 
affect our cost and supply of the services. Therefore, any significant increase in these prices due to any 
reasons, and our inability to pass on increased costs to our customers or reduction in demand from our 
customers, may adversely affect our revenue and profitability. For further details, see ―Our Business‖ on 
page no. 89 of this Prospectus. 

 
46. Our growth will depend on our ability to build our brand and failure to do so will negatively impact our 

ability to effectively compete in this industry. 

 
We believe that we need to continue to build our brand, which will be critical for achieving widespread 
recognition of our services. Promoting and positioning our brand will depend largely on the success of our 
marketing efforts and our ability to provide high quality services. The brand promotion activities that we 
may undertake may not yield increased revenues, and even if they do, any increased revenues may not 
offset the expenses we incur in building our brand. If we are unable to promote and maintain our brand, 
our business, financial condition and results of operations could be adversely affected. 

 
47. Our Promoters and Directors may have interest in our Company, other than reimbursement of 

expenses incurred or remuneration. 

 
Our Promoters and Directors may be deemed to be interested to the extent of the Equity Shares held by 
them or their relatives or our Group Entities and benefits deriving from their directorship in our Company. 
For  further  details,  please refer  to the chapters titled ―Our Business‖,  ―Our Promoters‖,  ―Our  Promoter 
Group‖ and ―Related Party Transactions‖ beginning on page 89,129,133 and 137 respectively of this 
Prospectus. 

 
48. There have been some instances of delayed filing of records and returns required to be filed by the 

Company with Registrar of Companies. 

 
There have been some instances of delayed filing by the Company in respect of the filings required to be 
made with Registrar of Companies under the Companies Act. Till date, the Company has not received any 
notices from any authorities, however, there can be no assurance that the regulator may not initiate 
proceedings against us or that we will be able to sufficiently defend against any action initiated by 
regulators in relation to regulatory compliances for all instances and periods. Any adverse order passed or 
penalty imposed by regulators on us may adversely affect our business and results of operations. 

 
49. Some of our group companies have not filed their financials with the regulatory bodies in accurate 

compliance. 

 
Some of our Group Entities, details of which can be referred on page no. 134 of this Prospectus, have not 
filed their financial statements appropriately with regulatory authorities pursuant to applicable provisions. 
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50. Our operations could be adversely affected by disputes with employees. 

 
As of date of this Prospectus, the Company employed a work force of 3 full-time employees and several 
commissions based marketing agents. While we believe we maintain good relationships with our 
workforce, there can be no assurance that the Company will not experience future disruptions to its 
operations due to disputes or other problems with its work force. 

 
51. Interest rate fluctuations may adversely affect the Company's business. 

 
The Company may enter into certain borrowing arrangements to finance its capital requirements in the 
ordinary course of business in connection with potential acquisitions or for general working capital 
purposes. In the event interest rates increase, the Company's costs of borrowing will increase, and its 
profitability and results of operations may be adversely affected. 

 
52. If we are unable to source business opportunities effectively, we may not achieve our financial 

objectives. 

 
Our capacity to achieve our financial objectives will depend on our ability to identify, evaluate and 
accomplish business opportunities. To grow our business there is significant importance to find, hire, 
train, supervise and manage efficient employees and also to establish such process of business operations 
which is proficient enough to effectively achieve our growth. Instead of putting keen efforts, as mentioned 
here, we cannot assure that any such employees will contribute to the success of our business or that we 
will implement such systems effectively. Our failure to source business opportunities effectively could 
have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition and results of operations. It is also 
possible that the strategies used by us in the future may be different from those presently in use. 

 
53. Our inability to manage growth could disrupt our business and reduce profitability. 

 
A principal component of our strategy is to continuously grow by expanding the capacity, size and 
geographical scope of our businesses. This growth strategy will place significant demands on our 
management, financial and other resources. It will require us to continuously develop and improve our 
operational, financial and internal controls. Continuous expansion increases the challenges involved in 
financial management, recruitment, training and retaining high quality human resources, preserving our 
culture, values and entrepreneurial environment, and developing and improving our internal 
administrative infrastructure. Any inability on our part to manage such growth could disrupt our business 
prospects, impact our financial condition and adversely affect our results of operations. 

 
54. Industry information included in this Prospectus has been derived from industry reports commissioned 

by us for such purpose. There can be no assurance that such third-party statistical financial and other 
industry information is either complete or accurate. 

 
We have relied on the reports of certain independent third party for purposes of inclusion of such 
information in this Prospectus. These reports are subject to various limitations and based upon certain 
assumptions that are subjective in nature. We have not independently verified data from such industry 
reports and other sources. Although we believe that the data may be considered to be reliable, their 
accuracy, completeness and underlying assumptions are not guaranteed and their dependability cannot be 
assured. While we have taken reasonable care in the reproduction of the information, the 
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information has not been prepared or independently verified by us or any of our respective affiliates or 
advisors and, therefore, we make no representation or warranty, express or implied, as to the accuracy or 
completeness of such facts and statistics. 

 
Due to possibly flawed or ineffective collection methods or discrepancies between published information 
and market practice and other problems, the statistics herein may be inaccurate or may not be comparable 
to statistics produced for other economies and should not be unduly relied upon. Further, there is no 
assurance that they are stated or compiled on the same basis or with the same degree of accuracy as may 
be the case elsewhere. Statements from third parties that involve estimates are subject to change, and 
actual amounts may differ materially from those included in this Prospectus. 

 
55. Our Company has entered into certain related party transactions and may continue to do so in the 

future. 

 
Our Company has entered into related party transactions with our Promoter, Directors and the Promoter 
Group aggregating Rs.61.43 Lakh for the last financial year ended March 31, 2021. While our Company 
believes that all such transactions have been conducted on the arm‘s length basis, there can be no 
assurance that it could not have been achieved on more favorable terms had such transactions not been 
entered into with related parties. 

 
Furthermore, it is likely that our Company will enter into related party transactions in the future. There 
can be no assurance that such transactions, individually or in the aggregate, will not have an adverse effect 
on our financial condition and results of operation. For details, please refer to “Annexure R - Related 
Party Transactions” on page no.160 of this Prospectus. 

 
56. Dividend declaration by the Company in the future will depend upon earnings, financial condition, 

cash flows, working capital requirements, capital expenditure and restrictive covenants in our 
financing arrangements. 

 
We may retain all our future earnings, if any, for use in the operations and expansion of our business. As a 
result, we may not declare dividends in the foreseeable future. Any future determination as to the 
declaration and payment of dividends will be at the discretion of our Board of Directors and will depend 
on factors that our Board of Directors deem relevant, including among others, our results of operations 
financial condition, cash requirements, business prospects and any other financing arrangements. 

 
Additionally, we may not be permitted to declare any dividends under the loan financing arrangement that 
our Company may enter into future, if there is a default under such loan agreements or unless our 
Company has paid all the dues to the lender up to the date on which the dividend is declared or paid or has 
made satisfactory provisions thereof. Accordingly, realization of a gain on shareholders investments may 
largely depend upon the appreciation of the price of our Equity Shares. There can be no assurance that our 
Equity Shares will appreciate in value. 

 
57. Any future issue of Equity Shares may dilute your shareholding and sales of our Equity Shares by our 

Promoters or other major shareholders may adversely affect the trading price of the Equity Shares. 

 
Any future equity issues by us, including in a primary offering, may lead to the dilution of investors' 
shareholdings in us. Any future equity issuances by us or sales of its Equity Shares by the Promoters may 
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adversely affect the trading price of the Equity Shares. In addition, any perception by investors that such 
issuances or sales might occur could also affect the trading price of our Equity Shares. 

 
58. There are restrictions on daily movements in the price of the Equity Shares, which may adversely affect 

a shareholder’s ability to sell, or the price at which it can sell, Equity Shares at a particular point in 
time. 

 
Following the Issue, we will be subject to a daily ―circuit breaker‖ imposed by BSE, which does not allow 
transactions beyond specified increases or decreases in the price of the Equity Shares. This circuit breaker 
operates independently of the index-based, market-wide circuit breakers generally imposed by SEBI on 
Indian stock exchanges. The percentage limit on our circuit breakers will be set by the stock exchange 
based on the historical volatility in the price and trading volume of the Equity Shares. This circuit breaker 
will limit the upward and downward movements in the price of the Equity Shares. As a result of this 
circuit breaker, no assurance can be given regarding your ability to sell your Equity Shares or the price at 
which you may be able to sell your Equity Shares at any particular time. 

 
59. After this Issue, the price of the Equity Shares may be highly volatile, or an active trading market for 

the Equity Shares may not develop. 

 
The price of the Equity Shares on the Stock Exchanges may fluctuate as a result of the factors, including: 

 
a. Volatility in the Indian and global capital market; 
b. Company‘s results of operations and financial performance; 
c. Performance of Company‘s competitors, 
d. Adverse media reports on Company or pertaining to our Industry; 
e. Changes in our estimates of performance or recommendations by financial analysts; 
f. Significant developments in India‘s economic and fiscal policies; and 
g. Significant developments in India‘s environmental regulations. 

 
Current valuations may not be sustainable in the future and may also not be reflective of future valuations 
for our industry and our Company. There has been no public market for the Equity Shares and the prices 
of the Equity Shares may fluctuate after this Issue. There can be no assurance that an active trading 
market for the Equity Shares will develop or be sustained after this Issue or that the price at which the 
Equity Shares are initially traded will correspond to the price at which the Equity Shares will trade in the 
market subsequent to this Issue. 

 
60. The Issue price of our Equity Shares may not be indicative of the market price of our Equity Shares 

after the Issue and the market price of our Equity Shares may decline below the issue price and you 
may not be able to sell your Equity Shares at or above the Issue Price. 

 
The Issue Price of our Equity Shares has been determined by fixed price method. This price is be based on 
numerous factors (For further information, please refer chapter titled ―Basis for Issue Price‖ beginning on 
page 64 of this Prospectus) and may not be indicative of the market price of our Equity Shares after the 
Issue. The market price of our Equity Shares could be subject to significant fluctuations after the Issue, 
and may decline below the Issue Price. We cannot assure you that you will be able to sell your Equity 
Shares at or above the Issue Price. Among the factors that could affect our share price include without 
limitation. The following: 
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 Half yearly variations in the rate of growth of our financial indicators, such as earnings per share, net 
income and revenues; 

 Changes in revenue or earnings estimates or publication of research reports by analysts; 
 Speculation in the press or investment community; 
 General market conditions; and 
 Domestic and international economic, legal and regulatory factors unrelated to our performance. 

 
61. Within the parameters as mentioned in the chapter titled „Objects of this Issue‟ beginning on page 67 

of this Prospectus, our Company’s management will have flexibility in applying the proceeds of this   Issue. 
The fund requirement and deployment mentioned in the Objects of this Issue have not been appraised 
by any bank or financial institution. 

 
The  deployment  of  funds  as  stated  in  the  ―Objects  of  the  Issue‖  beginning  on  page  67 of  this  
Prospectus is entirely at our discretion and is not subject to monitoring by any independent agency. All the 
figures  included  under  the  ―Objects  of  the  Issue‖  are  based  on  our  own  estimates.  There has been no 
independent appraisal of the project. We have not entered into any definitive agreements to utilize a 
portion of the Issue. 

 
EXTERNAL RISK FACTORS 

 
62. Changes in the Government Policy could adversely affect economic conditions in India generally and 

our business in particular. 

 
Our business, and the market price and liquidity of our Equity Shares, may be affected by interest rates, 
changes in Government policy, taxation, social and civil unrest and other political, economic or other 
developments in or affecting India. Elimination or substantial change of policies or the introduction of 
policies that negatively affect the Company‘s business could cause its results of operations to suffer. Any 
significant change in India‘s economic policies could disrupt business and economic conditions in India 
generally and the Company‘s business in particular. 

 
63. Taxes and other levies imposed by the Government of India or other State Governments, as well as 

other financial policies and regulations, may have a material adverse effect on our business, financial 
condition and results of operations. 

 
Taxes and other levies imposed by the Central or State Governments in India that affect our industry 
include Service tax, STT, income tax and other taxes, duties or surcharges introduced on a permanent or 
temporary basis from time to time. Imposition of any other taxes by the Central and the State 
Governments may adversely affect our results of operations. 

 
64. Any downgrading of India‟s sovereign rating by an independent agency may harm our ability to raise 

financing. 

 
Any adverse revisions to India's credit ratings for domestic and international debt by international rating 
agencies may adversely impact our ability to raise additional financing, and the interest rates and other 
commercial terms at which such additional financing may be available. This could have an adverse effect 
on our business and future financial performance, our ability to obtain financing for capital expenditures 
and the trading price of our Equity Shares. 
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65. You may be subject to Indian taxes arising out of capital gains on sale of Equity Shares. 

 
Under current Indian tax laws and regulations, capital gains arising from the sale of equity shares in an 
Indian company are generally taxable in India. Any gain realized on the sale of listed equity shares on a 
stock exchange held for more than 12 months is not subject to capital gains tax in India if securities 
transaction tax (―STT‖) is paid on the transaction. STT will be levied on and collected by a domestic stock 
exchange on which the Equity Shares are sold. 

 
Any gain realized on the sale of equity shares held for more than 12 months to an Indian resident, which 
are sold other than on a recognized stock exchange and on which no STT has been paid, will be subject to 
long term capital gains tax in India. Further, any gain realized on the sale of listed equity shares held for a 
period of 12 months or less will be subject to short term capital gains tax. Any change in tax provisions 
may significantly impact your return on investments. 

 
66. Natural calamities could have a negative impact on the Indian economy and cause our Company‟s 

business to suffer. 

 
India has experienced natural calamities such as earthquakes, tsunami, floods etc. in recent years. The 
extent and severity of these natural disasters determine their impact on the Indian economy. Prolonged 
spells of abnormal rainfall or other natural calamities could have a negative impact on the Indian 
economy, which could adversely affect our business, prospects, financial condition and results of 
operations as well as the price of the Equity Shares. 

 
67. Terrorist attacks, civil unrests and other acts of violence or war involving India or other countries 

could adversely affect the financial markets, our business, financial condition and the price of our 
Equity Shares. 

 
Any major hostilities involving India or other acts of violence, including civil unrest or similar events that 
are beyond our control, could have a material adverse effect on India’s economy and our business. 
Incidents such as the terrorist attacks, other incidents such as those in US, Indonesia, Madrid and London, 
and other acts of violence may adversely affect the Indian stock markets where our Equity Shares will 
trade as well the global equity markets generally. Such acts could negatively impact business sentiment as 
well as trade between countries, which could adversely affect our Company’s business and profitability.

However, surging 
infections in late 2020 (including from 
new variants of thevirus), renewed 
lockdowns, logistical problems with 
vaccine distribution, and uncertainty 
abouttake-up are important counterpoints to the favorable news. Much remains to be done on thehealth and 
economic policy fronts to limit persistent damage from the severe contraction of2020 and ensure a sustained 
recovery. 
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Three questions.These developments 
raise three interrelated questions for the 
global outlook. First, how will 
restrictions needed to curb transmission 
affect activity in the near term before 
vaccines begin delivering effective 
society-wide protection? Second, how 
will vaccine-rollout expectations and 
policy support affect activity? Third, 
how will financial conditions and 
commodity prices evolve? The baseline 
forecast requires forming a view on 
these unknowns. 

 
Infections and restrictions will soften 
momentum in early 2021. Third quarter 
GDP outturnsmostly surprised on the 
upside (Australia,euro area, India, 
Japan, Korea, New Zealand,Turkey, 
United States) or were in line 
withexpectations elsewhere (China, 
Mexico).Among components, private 
consumptionrebounded the most. 
Investment picked uprelatively slowly, 
except in China (Figure 2). The 
expenditure decompositions suggest a 
releaseof pent-up demand and 
adjustments to telework. Given the 
largely one-off nature of suchspending, 
it is likely to dissipate once the adjustments are made. High-frequency data suggestsome tapering into the 
fourth quarter of 2020—for example, in new orders, industrialproduction, and global trade (Figure 3). The US 
December employment report also showed thefirst net decline in nonfarm payrolls since April 2020. 
Moreover, services output remainssubdued and is likely to soften further in the coming months with 
renewedrestrictions to combat rising infections. 

 
The softening in early 2021 is expected to give way to rising momentum in the second quarter as vaccines 
and therapies become more readily available, allowing contact-intensive activity to strengthen. 

 
Vaccines, therapies, and containment efforts. The baseline assumes broad vaccine availability in advanced 
economies and some emerging market economies in summer 2021 and across most countries by the second 
half of 2022— an accelerated timeline relative to expectations at the time of the previous forecast. Vaccine 
rollout speed is assumed to vary across economies based on country-specific factors. Moreover, therapies are 
expected to gradually become more effective and more accessible worldwide over the course of 2021–22. The 
baseline also assumes the possibility of lockdowns, including to contain transmission of new variants, before 
vaccines become widely available. 

 
The path of the pandemic. With growing vaccine availability, improved therapies, testing, and tracing, local 
transmission of the virus is expected to be brought to low levels everywhere by the end of 2022. Some regions 
and countries will get to low local transmission sooner than others depending on country-specific 
circumstances. 

 
Additional fiscal policy support set to boost activity in some countries, but most are expected to experience 
lower deficits in 2021. The sizable fiscal support announced for 2021 in some countries,including most 
recently in the United States and Japan, together with the unlocking of NextGeneration EU funds, will help lift 
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economic activity among advanced economies with favorable spillovers to trading partners. However, as 
noted in the January 2021 Fiscal Monitor Update, fiscal deficits in most countries are projected to decline in 
2021 as revenues rise and expenditures decline automatically with the recovery. 

 
Supportive financial conditions. Major central banks are assumed to maintain their current policy rate settings 
throughout the forecast horizon to the end of 2022. As a result, financial conditions are expected to remain 
broadly at current levels for advanced economies while gradually improving for emerging market and 
developing economies. Within this latter group, differentiation between investment-grade sovereigns (who 
have been able to issue external debt in large amounts in 2020) and high-yield borrowers (many of whom are 
constrained in their ability to take on additional debt and until recently have not accessed international markets 
during the pandemic) is expected to subside as the recovery takes hold. As noted in the January 2021 Global 
Financial Stability Report Update, markets remain upbeat about prospects for 2021, banking on continued 
policy support. 

 
Rising commodity prices. Reflecting the projected global recovery, oil prices are expected to rise in 2021 just 
over 20 percent from the low base for 2020, but will still remain well below their average for 2019. Non-oil 
commodity prices are also expected to increase with those of metals, in particular, projected to accelerate 
strongly in 2021.

INDIAN ECONOMIC OVERVIEW 

 
Introduction 

 
India has emerged as the fastest growing major economy in the world and is expected to be one of the top 
three economic powers in the world over the next 10-15 years, backed by its robust democracy and strong 
partnerships. 

 
Market size 

 
India‘s GDP (at constant 2011-12 prices) was estimated at Rs. 33.14 trillion (US$ 452.74 billion) for the 
second quarter of FY2020-21, against Rs. 35.84 trillion (US$ 489.62 billion) in the second quarter of FY2019- 
20. 

 
India is the fourth-largest unicorn base in the world with over 21 unicorns collectively valued at US$ 73.2 
billion, as per the Hurun Global Unicorn List. By 2025, India is expected to have ~100 unicorns by 2025 and 
will create ~1.1 million direct jobs according to the Nasscom-Zinnov report ‗Indian Tech Start-up‘. 

 
India needs to increase its rate of employment growth and create 90 million non-farm jobs between 2023 and 
2030's, for productivity and economic growth according to McKinsey Global Institute. Net employment rate 
needs to grow by 1.5% per year from 2023 to 2030 to achieve 8-8.5% GDP growth between 2023 and 2030. 

 
India's foreign exchange reserves stood at US$ 581.131 billion in the week up to December 18, 2020 
according to data from RBI. 
Recent Developments 

 
With an improvement in the economic scenario, there have been investments across various sectors of the 
economy. In 2020, the total deal value in India stood at ~US$ 80 billion across 1,268 transactions. Of this, 
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M&A activity contributed ~50% to the total transaction value. Private Equity–Venture Capital (PE-VC) 
companies expanded from US$ 36.3 billion (1,012 deals) in 2019 to US$ 39.2 billion (across 814 deals) in 
2020. Some of the important recent developments in Indian economy are as follows: 

 
 India‘s overall exports from April 2020 to November 2020 were estimated at US$ 304.25 billion, (a 

14.03% decrease over the same period last year). Overall imports from April 2020 to November 2020 
were estimated at US$ 290.66 billion, (a 29.96% decrease over the same period last year).

 According to IHS Markit, Purchasing Managers' Index (PMI) for manufacturing stood at 56.4 in 
December 2020, against 56.3 in November 2020, indicating a higher growth for manufacturers speeding 
up production and boosting efforts to rebuild their inventories.

 Gross tax revenue stood at Rs. 7.21 trillion (US$ 98.50 billion) in the first six months of FY21.
 FDI inflows in India stood at US$ 39.93 billion between April 2020 and September 2020, 10% higher 

than the first six months of 2019-20 (US$ 36.05 billion).
 India‘s Index of Industrial Production (IIP) for October 2020 stood at 128.5, against 123.2 for September 

2020.
 Consumer Food Price Index (CFPI) – combined inflation was 9.43% in November 2020, against 11.07% 

in October 2020.
 Consumer Price Index (CPI) – combined inflation was 6.93% in November 2020, against 7.61% in 

October 2020.

 
Government Initiatives 

 
The first Union Budget of the third decade of 21st century was presented by Minister for Finance & Corporate 
Affairs, Ms Nirmala Sitharaman in the Parliament on February 1, 2020. The budget aimed at energising the 
Indian economy through a combination of short-term, medium-term, and long-term measures. 

 
In November 2020, the Government of India announced Rs. 2.65 lakh crore (US$ 36 billion) stimulus package 
to generate job opportunities and provide liquidity support to various sectors such as tourism, aviation, 
construction and housing. Also, India's cabinet approved the production-linked incentives (PLI) scheme to 
provide ~Rs. 2 trillion (US$ 27 billion) over five years to create jobs and boost production in the country. 

 
Numerous foreign companies are setting up their facilities in India on account of various Government 
initiatives like Make in India and Digital India. Mr Narendra Modi, Prime Minister of India, launched Make in 
India initiative with an aim to boost country‘s manufacturing sector and increase purchasing power of an 
average Indian consumer, which would further drive demand and spur development, thus benefiting investors. 
The Government of India, under its Make in India initiative, is trying to boost the contribution made by the 
manufacturing sector with an aim to take it to 25% of the GDP from the current 17%. Besides, the 
Government has also come up with Digital India initiative, which focuses on three core components: creation 
of digital infrastructure, delivering services digitally and to increase the digital literacy. 

 
Some of the recent initiatives and developments undertaken by the Government are listed below: 

 
 On January 6, 2021, the Government of India and New Development Bank (NDB) signed two loan 

agreements for US$ 646 million to upgrade the State Highway network and district road network in 
Andhra Pradesh.

 On January 5, 2021, the Citizen Assistance and Relief in Emergency Situations (PM CARES) Fund Trust 
of the Prime Minister allocated Rs. 201.58 crore (US$ 27.56 million) to establish 162 additional
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dedicated pressure swing adsorption (PSA) medical oxygen generation plants within the country's public 
health facilities. 

 On January 5, 2021, a US$ 105 million project to develop the inland water transport system in Kolkata, 
West Bengal, was signed by the Government of India, Government of West Bengal and the World Bank.

 In December 2020, the Government of India and Asian Development Bank (ADB) signed a US$ 231 
million loan to boost electricity generation capacity in Assam through the establishment of a 
hydroelectric power plant of 120 megawatts (MW) that will strengthen household electricity availability.

 In December 2020, the Government of India and Asian Development Bank (ADB) signed a US$ 100 
million loan to modernise and upgrade the power distribution system to boost the quality and efficiency 
of electricity supply in Bengaluru, Karnataka.

 In December 2020, the Indian cabinet approved assistance of ~Rs. 3,500 crore (US$ 478.60 million) for 
sugarcane farmers (GannaKisan).

 The Prime Minister of India, Shri. Narendra Modi announced various economic packages worth ~Rs. 30 
trillion (US$ 410 billion), which was ~15% of India's GDP.

 In December 2020, the Government of India and New Development Bank (NDB) signed a loan 
agreement to lend US$ 1 billion via the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee 
Scheme to support the ‗Aatmanirbhar Bharat‘ initiative.

 India is expected to attract investment of around US$ 100 billion in developing the oil and gas 
infrastructure during 2019-23.

 The Government of India is going to increase public health spending to 2.5% of the GDP by 2025.
 For implementation of Agriculture Export Policy, Government approved an outlay Rs. 2.068 billion 

(US$ 29.59 million) for 2019, aimed at doubling farmers income by 2022.

 
Road Ahead 

 
India's GDP is expected to reach US$ 5 trillion by FY25 and achieve upper-middle income status on the back 
of digitization, globalization, favorable demographics, and reforms. 

 
India is also focusing on renewable sources to generate energy. It is planning to achieve 40% of its energy 
from non-fossil sources by 2030, which is currently 30%, and have plans to increase its renewable energy 
capacity from to 175 gigawatt (GW) by 2022. 

 
India is expected to be the third largest consumer economy as its consumption may triple to US$ 4 trillion by 
2025, owing to shift in consumer behavior and expenditure pattern, according to a Boston Consulting Group 
(BCG) report. It is estimated to surpass USA to become the second largest economy in terms of purchasing 
power parity (PPP) by 2040 as per a report by PricewaterhouseCoopers. 

 
Indian Real Estate Industry 

 
The real estate sector is one of the most globally recognized sectors. In India, real estate is the second largest 
employer after agriculture and is slated to grow at 30 per cent over the next decade. The real estate sector 
comprises four subsectors - housing, retail, hospitality, and commercial. The growth of this sector is well 
complemented by the growth of the corporate environment and the demand for office space as well as urban 
and semi-urban accommodations. The construction industry ranks third among the 14 major sectors in terms 
of direct, indirect and induced effects in all sectors of the economy. 

 
It is also expected that this sector will incur more non-resident Indian (NRI) investments in both the short term 
and the long term. Bengaluru is expected to be the most favoured property investment destination for NRIs, 
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followed by Ahmedabad, Pune, Chennai, Goa, Delhi and Dehradun.India's rank in the Global House Price 
Index has jumped 13 spots to reach the ninth position among 55 international markets, on the back of 
increasing prices in mainstream residential sector.

Investments 

 
The Indian real estate sector has witnessed high growth in recent times with the rise in demand for office as 
well as residential spaces. Private Equity and Venture Capital investments in the sector have reached US$ 
1.47 billion between Jan-Mar 2019. Institutional investments in India‘s real estate are expected to reach US$ 
5.5 billion for 2018, the highest in a decade. Between 2009-18, Indian real estate sector attracted institutional 
investments worth US$ 30 billion and received US$ 2.3 billion in first half of 2019. Real estate attracted 
around US$ 14 billion of foreign private equity (PE) between 2015 and Q3 2019. Real estate attracted around 
Rs 43,780 crore (US$ 6.26 billion) of investments in 2019.According to data released by Department for 
Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade Policy (DPIIT), construction is the fourth largest sector in terms of 
FDI inflows. FDI in the sector (includes construction development and construction activities stood at US$ 
41.53 billion from April 2000 to December 2019.

 First REIT raised Rs 4,750 crore (US$ 679.64 million) and was launched earlier in 2019 by the global 

investment firm Blackstone and realty firm Embassy group.
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 In January 2019, Ascendas acquired Chennai's Pallavaram IT Park for US$ 35.70 million.
 Iconic RK Studios property which is located in suburban Chembur, acquired by Godrej Properties.
 New housing launches across top seven cities in India are expected to increase 32 per cent year-on-year by 

2018 end to 193,600 units.
 In September 2018, Embassy Office Parks announced that it would raise around Rs 52 billion (US$ 775.66 

million) through India‘s first Real Estate Investment Trust (REIT) listing.

Government Initiatives 

 
The Government of India along with the governments of the respective states has taken several initiatives to 
encourage the development in the sector. The Smart City Project, where there is a plan to build 100 smart 
cities, is a prime opportunity for the real estate companies. Below are some of the other major Government 
Initiatives: 
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 In order to revive around 1,600 stalled housing projects across the top cities in the country, the Union 
Cabinet has approved the setting up of Rs 25,000 crore (US$ 3.58 billion) alternative investment fund 
(AIF).

 
 Blackstone crosses US$ 12 billion investment milestone in India.

 
 Puravankara Ltd, a realty firm plans to invest around Rs 850 crore (US$ 121.6 million) over the next four 

years to develop three ultra-luxury residential projects in Bengaluru, Chennai and Mumbai.
 
 Under Pradhan MantriAwasYojana (Urban) [PMAY (U)], 1.12 crore houses have been sanctioned in 

urban areas creating 1.20 crore jobs.
 
 Government has created an Affordable Housing Fund (AHF) in the National Housing Bank (NHB) with 

an initial corpus of Rs 10,000 crore (US$ 1.43 billion) using priority sector lending short fall of 
banks/financial institutions for micro financing of the HFCs.

 
 As of September 16, 2019, India had formally approved 419 SEZs, of which 234 were in operation.

 
 In February 2018, creation of National Urban Housing Fund was approved with an outlay of Rs 60,000 

crore (US$ 9.27 billion).
 

Affordable housing 

 
With the urban population expected to reach ~81 crore by 2058, India is on the verge  of large scale 
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urbanization over the next few decades. The government has proposed an initiative ‗Housing for all by 2022‘ 
which entails adevelopment of ~11 crore housing units, including closing the current gap of ~6 crore units in 
urban and rural areas.A projected investment of more than USD2 trillion or ~USD250- 260 billion annual 
investment is required to achieve the proposed mission by 2022. The mission on low cost affordable housing 
is proposed to be anchored by National Housing Bank (NHB) and a sum of USD667 million has been 
earmarked with a view to increase the flow of cheaper credit for affordable housing to the urban 
poor/Economically Weaker Section (EWS)/Low Income Group. (LIG) segment. The government has 
identified 305 cities and towns across the states of Madhya Pradesh, Odisha,Rajasthan, Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, 
Telangana, Jammu and Kashmir, Kerala and Jharkhand, among others, for constructing homes for the urban 
poor under this scheme.

 Provident fund contribution for low wage workers and funds for 3.5 million registered construction 

workers will directly benefit the realty sector
 Auction of airports and additional investment by private players likely to open up new business 

opportunities for real estate in the areas of retail, office space and logistics
 Extension of CLSS in mid segment coupled with attractive mortgage rates will improve consumer 

sentiments and boost demand, mainly in affordable and mid segments
 Support to MSMEs will help revitalise them, aid in economic recovery through employment generation. 

This will have a positive impact in enhancing consumer sentiment and help suppliers of key raw materials 
such as cement, steel etc., thus have an important bearing on real estate.

 Additionally, the lowering of repo rates and the central bank‘s announcement with respect to moratorium 
on loan instalments and relaxation of NPA classification norms will benefit both homebuyers and 
developers

 Creation of GIS based database of industrial land bank availability will act as an important tool to identify 
and aid investment in new land parcels.

 Easing of liquidity is likely to help the NBFCs and HFCs to support the real estate sector through 
restructuring of existing loans and resetting of repayment schedules.

The regulations set out below are not 
exhaustive, and are only intended to provide general information to Applicants and is neither designed nor 
intended to be a substitute for professional legal advice. 

 
The statements below are based on current provisions of Indian law, and the judicial and administrative 
interpretations thereof, which are subject to change or modification by subsequent legislative, regulatory, 
administrative or judicial decisions. For details of government approvals obtained by us, see the chapter titled 
“Government and Other Approvals” beginning on page 176 of this Prospectus. 

 
RELATED TO OUR BUSINESS 

LABOUR LAWS 

India has extensive labour related legislations. Certain other laws and regulations that may be applicable to 
our Company in India include the following which is an indicative list of labour laws applicable to the 
business and operations of Indian companies engaged in manufacturing activities: 

 
• Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1970; 
• Employees‘ Compensation Act, 1923; 
• Workmen's Compensation Act, 1923; 
• Employees (Provident Fund and Miscellaneous Provisions) Act, 1952; 
• Employees‘ State Insurance Act, 1948; 
• Industrial Disputes Act, 1947; 
• Industrial Employment (Standing orders) Act 1946; 
• Child Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Act, 1986 
• Maternity Benefit Act, 1961; 
• Minimum Wages Act, 1948; 
• Payment of Bonus Act, 1965; 
• Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972; 
• Apprentices Act, 1961; 
• Weekly Holidays Act, 1942 
• Payment of Wages Act, 1936; 
• Equal Remuneration Act, 1976; 
• Public Liability Insurance Act, 1991; 
• Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013; and 
• Inter-State Migrant Workmen (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of Service) Act, 1979 

 
THE MICRO, SMALL AND MEDIUM ENTERPRISES DEVELOPMENT ACT, 2006 

 
The Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006 as amended from time to time (MSMED 
Act) seeks to facilitate the development of micro, small and medium enterprises. The MSMED Act provides 
that where an enterprise is engaged in the manufacturing and production of goods pertaining to any industry 
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specified in the first schedule to the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951, the classification of 
an enterprise will be as follows: 

 
i. where the investment in plant and machinery does not exceed twenty-five Lakh rupees shall be regarded 

as a micro enterprise; 

 
ii. where the investment in plant and machinery is more than twenty-five Lakh rupees but does not exceed 

five crore rupees shall be regarded as a small enterprise; 

 
iii. Where the investment in plant and machinery is more than five crore rupees but does not exceed ten crore 

rupees shall be regarded as a medium enterprise. 

 
The MSMED Act provides for the memorandum of micro, small and medium enterprises to be submitted by 
the relevant enterprises to the prescribed authority. While it is compulsory for medium enterprises engaged in 
manufacturing to submit the memorandum, the submission of the memorandum by micro and small 
enterprises engaged in manufacturing is optional. The MSMED Act defines a supplier to mean a micro or 
small enterprise that has filed a memorandum with the concerned authorities. The MSMED Act ensures that 
the buyer of goods makes payment for the goods supplied to him immediately or before the date agreed upon 
between the buyer and supplier. The MSMED Act provides that the agreed period cannot exceed forty five 
days from the day of acceptance of goods. The MSMED Act also stipulates that in case the buyer fails to 
make payment to the supplier within the agreed period, then the buyer will be liable to pay compound interest 
at three times of the bank rated notified by the Reserve Bank of India from the date immediately following the 
date agreed upon. The MSMED Act also provides for the establishment of the Micro and Small Enterprises 
Facilitation Council (―Council‟). The Council has jurisdiction to act as an arbitrator or conciliator in a dispute 
between the supplier located within its jurisdiction and a buyer located anywhere in India. 

 
The MSMED act provides for appointment and establishment of National Board by the Central Government 
for MSME enterprise with its head office at Delhi. The Central Government may from time to time for the 
purpose of promotion and development of the MSME and to enhance the competitiveness in the sector 
organise such programmes, guidelines or instructions, as it may deem fit. In case of any offences under this 
act, no court inferior to that of Metropolitan Magistrate or Chief Metropolitan Magistrate shall try the offence 
under this act. 

 
THE INDUSTRIES (DEVELOPMENTAND REGULATION) ACT, 1951 

 
The Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951(―Industries Regulation Act‖) is an act which governs 
the development and regulation of industries in India. The main objectives of the Industries Regulation Act is 
to empower the Government:- (i) to take necessary steps for the development of industries; (ii) to regulate the 
pattern and direction of industrial development; (iii) to control the activities, performance and results of 
industrial undertakings in the public interest. The Industries Regulation Act applies to the 'Scheduled 
Industries' listed in the First Schedule of the Act. However, small scale industrial undertakings and ancillary 
units are exempted from the provisions of the Industries Regulation Act. 

 
The Industries Regulation Act is administered by the Ministry of Industries & Commerce through its 
Department of Industrial Policy &  Promotion  (―DIPP‖).  The DIPP  is  responsible  for  formulation  and 
implementation of promotional and developmental measures for growth of the industrial sector. It monitors 
the industrial growth and production, in general, and selected industrial sectors. Certain categories of 
industries require industrial licensing under the Industries Regulation Act. Such industries have to file an 
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Industrial Entrepreneur Memoranda (―IEM‖) with the Secretariat of Industrial Assistance (SIA), Department 
of Industrial Policy and Promotion to obtain an acknowledgement. 

 
SEXUAL HARASSMENT AT WORKPLACE (PREVENTION, PROHIBITION AND REDRESSAL) 
ACT, 2013 

 
The  Sexual  Harassment  at  Workplace  (Prevention,  Prohibition  and  Redressal)  Act,  2013,  (the  ―SHWPPR 
Act‖) aims to provide women protection against sexual harassment at the workplace and prevention and 
redressal of complaints of sexual harassment. The SHWPPR Act defines ‗sexual harassment‘ to include any 
unwelcome sexually determined behaviour (whether directly or by implication). Workplace under the 
SHWPPR Act has been defined widely to include government bodies, private and public sector organisations, 
non-governmental organisations, organisations carrying on commercial, vocational, educational, 
entertainment, industrial, financial activities, hospitals and nursing homes, educational institutes, sports 
institutions and stadiums used for training individuals. The SHWPPR Act requires an employer to set up an 
'internal complaints committee' at each office or branch, of an organization employing at least 10 employees. 
The government in turn is required to set up a ‗local complaint committee‘ at the district level to investigate 
complaints regarding sexual harassment from establishments where our internal complaints committee has not 
been constituted. 

 
THE APPRENTICES ACT, 1961 

 
The  Apprentices  Act,  1961,  as  amended  (the ―Apprentices  Act‖)  regulates  and controls  the  programme  of 
training of apprentices and matters connected therewith. The term 'apprentice' means a person who is 
undergoing apprenticeship training in pursuance of a contract of apprenticeship. 'Apprenticeship training' 
means a course of training in any industry or establishment undergone in pursuance of a contract of 
apprenticeship and under prescribed terms and conditions which may be different for different categories of 
apprentices. Every person engaging as an apprentice is required to enter into a contract of apprenticeship with 
the employer which is reviewed and registered by the apprenticeship advisor. 

 
THE EMPLOYEES PROVIDENT FUNDS AND MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS ACT, 1952 
(“EMPLOYEES PROVIDENT FUND AND MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS ACT”) 

 
The Employees‘ Provident Funds and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1952 is a social welfare legislation to 
provide for the institution of Provident Fund, Pension Fund and Deposit Linked Insurance Fund for employees 
working in factories and other establishments. The Act aims at providing social security and timely monetary 
assistance to industrial employees and their families when they are in distress. 

 
The Act is administered by the Government of India through the Employees' Provident Fund Organisation 
(EPFO). The following three schemes have been framed under the Act by the Central Government: 

 
(a) The Employees‘ Provident Fund Schemes,1952; 
(b) The Employees‘ Pension Scheme, 1995;and 
(c) The Employees‘ Deposit-Linked Insurance Scheme;1976. 

 
The Central Government has been constituted Employees' Provident Funds Appellate Tribunal to exercise the 
powers and discharge the functions conferred on such by Employees‘ Provident Funds and Miscellaneous 
Provisions Act,1952. 
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THE EMPLOYEES COMPENSATION ACT, 1923 

 
The  Employees  Compensation  Act,  1923  (―EC  Act‖),  provides  for  payment  of  compensation  to  injured 
employees or workmen by certain classes of employers for personal injuries caused due to an accident arising 
out of and during the course of employment. Under the EC Act, the amount of compensation to be paid 
depends on the nature and severity of the injury. There are separate methods of calculation or estimation of 
compensation for injury sustained by the employee. The employer is required to submit to the Commissioner 
for Employees‘ Compensation a report regarding any fatal or serious bodily injury suffered by an employee 
within seven days of receiving a notice. 

 
THE EQUAL REMUNERATION ACT, 1976 

 
The Equal Remuneration Act, 1976, as amended (―ER Act‖) provides for the payment of equal remuneration 
to men and women workers for same or similar nature of work and prevention of discrimination, on the 
ground of sex, against women in the matter of employment and for matters connected therewith or incidental 
thereto. Under the ER Act, no discrimination is permissible in recruitment and service conditions, except 
where employment of women is prohibited or restricted by law. It also provides that every employer should 
maintain such registers and other documents in relation to the workers employed by him/ her in the prescribed 
manner. 

 
THE MATERNITY BENEFIT ACT, 1961 

 
The  Maternity  Benefit  Act,  1961,  as  amended  (―Maternity  Benefit  Act‖)  regulates  the  employment  of 
pregnant women and ensures that they get paid leave for a specified period during and after their pregnancy. 
The Maternity Benefit Act is applicable to establishments in which 10 or more employees are employed, or 
were employed on any day of the preceding 12 months. Under the Maternity Benefit Act, a mandatory period 
of leave and benefits should be granted to female employees who have worked in the establishment for a 
minimum period of 80 days in the preceding 12 months from the date of her expected delivery. Such benefits 
essentially include payment of average daily wage for the period of actual absence of the female employee. 
The maximum period for which any woman shall be entitled to maternity benefit shall be 12 weeks, of which 
not more than six weeks shall precede the date of her expected delivery. Entitlement of six weeks of paid 
leave is also applicable in case of miscarriage or medical termination of pregnancy. 

 
THE PAYMENT OF BONUS ACT, 1965 

 
The Payment of Bonus Act, 1965 as amended (the ―Payment of Bonus Act‖) was enacted to provide for the 
payment of bonus to persons employed in establishments where 20 or more persons are employed on any day 
during an accounting year. The Payment of Bonus Act ensures that a minimum annual bonus is payable to 
every employee regardless of whether the employer any allocable surplus in the accounting year in which the 
bonus is payable. Under the Payment of Bonus Act, every employer is bound to pay to every employee, in 
respect of the accounting year, a minimum bonus which is 8.33% of the salary or wage earned by the 
employee during the accounting year or Rs.100, whichever is higher. Contravention of the provisions of the 
Payment of Bonus Act by a company is punishable with imprisonment for a term of up to six months or a fine 
of up to Rs. 1,000 or both, against persons in charge of, and responsible to the company for the conduct of the 
business of the company at the time of contravention, as well as thecompany. 
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THE PAYMENT OF GRATUITY ACT, 1972 

 
The Payment  of  Gratuity Act,  1972 as amended (the  ―Payment  of  Gratuity Act‖)  provides  for  payment  of 
gratuity to an employee at the time of termination of services. Payment of Gratuity Act establishes a scheme 
for the payment of gratuity to employees engaged in establishments in which ten or more persons are 
employed or were employed on any day of the preceding 12 months; and as the Central Government may, by 
notification, specify. Gratuity under the Payment of Gratuity Act, is payable to an employee after he has 
rendered his services for a period not less than five years: (a) on his / her superannuation; (b) on his / her 
retirement or resignation; or (c) on his / her death or disablement due to accident or disease (in this case the 
minimum requirement of five years does not apply). Under the Payment of Gratuity Act, the maximum 
gratuity payable may not exceed Rs.1,000,000. 

 
THE PAYMENT OF WAGES ACT, 1936 

 
The Payment of Wages Act, 1936 (―PWA‖) is applicable to the payment of wages to persons in factories and 
other establishments. PWA ensures that wages that are payable to the employee are disbursed by the employer 
within the prescribed time limit and no deductions other than those prescribed by the law are made by the 
employer. 

 
TAXATION LAWS 

INCOME-TAX ACT, 1961 

The government of India imposes an income tax on taxable income of all persons including individuals, Hindu 
Undivided Families(HUFs), companies, firms, association of persons, body of individuals, local authority and 
any other artificial judicial person. Levy of tax is separate on each of the persons. The levy is governed by the 
Indian Income Tax Act, 1961. The Indian Income Tax Department is governed by CBDT and is part of the 
Department of Revenue under the Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India. Income tax is a key source of funds 
that the government uses to fund its activities and serve the public. The quantum of tax determined as per the 
statutory provisions is payable as: a) Advance Tax; b) Self-Assessment Tax; c) Tax Deducted at Source 
(TDS); d) Tax Collected at Source (TCS); e) Tax on Regular Assessment. 

 
INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY LAWS 

TRADEMARKS ACT, 1999 (TM Act) 

A trademark is used in relation to goods so as to indicate a connection in the course of trade between the 
goods and a person having the right as proprietor or user to use the mark. The Trademarks Act, 1999, 
(Trademarks Act) governs the registration, acquisition, transfer and infringement of trademarks and remedies 
available to a registered proprietor or user of a trademark. Registration is valid for a period of 10 years but can 
be renewed in accordance with the specified procedure. As per the Trademarks (Amendment) Bill, 2009, 
Registrar of Trade Marks is empowered to deal with international applications originating from India as well 
as those received from the International Bureau and maintain a record of international registrations. It also 
removes the discretion of the Registrar to extend the time. 
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COPYRIGHTS ACT, 1957 

 
The Copyrights Act governs copyright protection in India. Under the Copyright Act, copyright may subsist in 
original literary, dramatic, musical or artistic works, cinematograph films, and sound recordings. Following 
the issuance of the International Copyright Order, 1999, subject to certain exceptions, the provisions of the 
Copyright Act apply to nationals of all member states of the World Trade Organization. 

 
While copyright registration is not a prerequisite for acquiring or enforcing a copyright, registration creates a 
presumption favoring ownership of the copyright by the registered owner. Copyright registration may 
expedite infringement proceedings and reduce delay caused due to evidentiary considerations. Once 
registered, the copyright protection of a work lasts for 60 years. 

 
The remedies available in the event of infringement of a copyright under the Copyright Act include civil 
proceedings for damages, account of profits, injunction and the delivery of the infringing copies to the 
copyright owner. The Copyright Act also provides for criminal remedies, including imprisonment of the 
accused, imposition of fines and seizure of infringing copies. 

 
PATENTS ACT, 1970 (Patent Act) 

 
The purpose of the Patent Act in India is to protect inventions. Patents provide the exclusive rights for the 
owner of a patent to make, use, exercise, distribute and sell a patented invention. The patent registration 
confers on the patentee the exclusive right to use, manufacture and sell his invention for the term of the patent. 
An application for a patent can be made by (a) person claiming to be the true and first inventor of the 
invention; (b) person being the assignee of the person claiming to be the true and first invention in respect of 
the right to make such an application; and (c) legal representative of any deceased person who immediately 
before his death was entitled to make such an application. Penalty for the contravention of the provisions of 
the Patents Act include imposition of fines or imprisonment or both. 

 
THE INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY (“IT”) ACT, 2000 

 
This Act aims to provide the legal infrastructure for e-commerce in India. And the cyber laws have a major 
impact for e-businesses and the new economy in India. So, it is important to understand what are the various 
perspectives of the IT Act, 2000 and what it offers. The Information Technology Act, 2000 also aims to 
provide for the legal framework so that legal sanctity is accorded to all electronic records and other activities 
carried out by electronic means. The Act states that unless otherwise agreed, an acceptance of contract may be 
expressed by electronic means of communication and the same shall have legal validity and enforceability. 

 
PROPERTY RELATED LAWS 

TRANSFER OF PROPERTY ACT, 1882 

The transfer of property, including immovable property, between living persons, as opposed to the transfer of 
property by operation of law, is governed by the Transfer of Property Act, 1882. This Act establishes the 
general principles relating to the transfer of property, including among other things, identifying the categories 
of property that are capable of being transferred, the persons competent to transfer property, the validity of 
restrictions and conditions imposed on the transfer and the creation of contingent and vested interest in the 
property. The Act recognizes, among others, the following forms in which an interest in an immovable 
property may be transferred: 
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 Sale: the transfer of ownership in property for a price paid or promised to be paid. 

 Mortgage: the transfer of an interest in property for the purpose of securing the payment of a loan, existing 
or future debt, or performance of an engagement which gives rise to a pecuniary liability. The Act 
recognizes several forms of mortgages over a property. 

 Charges: transactions including the creation of security over property for payment of money to another 
which are not classifiable as a mortgage. Charges can be created either by operation of law, e.g. decree of 
the court attaching to specified immovable property, or by an act of the parties. 

 Leases: the transfer of a right to enjoy property for consideration paid or rendered periodically or on 
specified occasions. 

 
REGISTRATION ACT, 1908 (THE “REGISTRATION ACT”) 

 
The Registration Act has been enacted with the objective of providing public notice of the execution of 
documents affecting, inter alia, the transfer of interest in immovable property. The purpose of the Registration 
Act is the conservation of evidence, assurances, title and publication of documents and prevention of fraud. It 
details the formalities for registering an instrument. Section 17 of the Registration Act identifies documents 
for which registration is compulsory and includes, among other things, any non-testamentary instrument 
which purports or operates to create, declare, assign, limit or extinguish, whether in present or in future, any 
right, title or interest, whether vested or contingent, in any immovable property of the value of one hundred 
rupees or more, and a lease of immovable property for any term exceeding one year or reserving a yearly rent. 
A document will not affect the property comprised in it, nor be treated as evidence of any transaction affecting 
such property (except as evidence of a contract in a suit for specific performance or as evidence of part 
performance under the TP Act or as collateral), unless it has been registered. Evidence of registration is 
normally available through an inspection of the relevant land records, which usually contains details of the 
registered property. Further, registration of a document does not guarantee title of land. 

 
THE INDIAN STAMP ACT, 1899 

 
Stamp duty is payable on all instruments/ documents evidencing a transfer or creation or extinguishment of 
any right, title or interest in immoveable property. The Indian Stamp Act, 1899 (the ―Stamp Act‖) provides for 
the imposition of stamp duty at the specified rates on instruments listed in Schedule I of the Stamp Act. 
However, under the Constitution of India, the states are also empowered to prescribe or alter the stamp duty 
payable on such documents executed within the state. Instruments chargeable to duty under the Stamp Act but 
which have not been duly stamped, are incapable of being admitted in court as evidence of the transaction 
contained therein. The Stamp Act also provides for impounding of instruments by certain specified authorities 
and bodies and imposition of penalties, for instruments which are not sufficiently stamped or not stamped at 
all Instruments which have not been properly stamped instruments can be validated by paying a penalty of up 
to 10 times of the total duty payable on such instruments. 

 
INDIAN EASEMENTS ACT, 1882 (THE “EASEMENT ACT”) 

 
An easement is a right which the owner or occupier of land possesses for the beneficial enjoyment of that land 
and which permits him to do or to prevent something from being done, in or upon, other land not his own. 
Under the Easements Act, a license is defined as a right to use property without any interest in favour of the 
licensee. The period and incident may be revoked and grounds for the same may be provided in the license 
agreement entered in between the licensee and the licensor. 
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THE RIGHT TO FAIR COMPENSATION AND TRANSPARENCY IN LAND ACQUISITION, 
REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT ACT, 2013 (“2013 LAND ACQUISITION ACT”) 

 
The 2013 Land Acquisition Act has replaced the Land Acquisition Act, 1894 and aims at establishing a 
participative, informed and transparent process for land acquisition for industrialization, development of 
essential infrastructural facilities and urbanization. While aiming to cause least disturbance to land owners and 
other affected families, it contains provisions aimed at ensuring just and fair compensation to the affected 
families whose land has been acquired or is proposed to be acquired. It provides for rehabilitation and 
resettlement of such affected persons. Under the 2013 Land Acquisition Act, the Right to Fair Compensation 
and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement (Maharashtra) Rules, 2014 have been 
notified which frame rules in relation to inter alia the consent process, the compensation mechanism and 
rehabilitation and resettlement. 

 
THE REAL ESTATE (REGULATION AND DEVELOPMENT) ACT, 2016 

 
This Act was notified by the Parliament on 25th March, 2016 and extends to the whole of India except the 
State of Jammu and Kashmir. It establishes the Real Estate Regulatory Authority for regulations and 
promotions of the real estate sector and to ensure sale of plot, apartment or building, as the case may be, or 
sale of real estate project, in an efficient and transparent manner and to protect the interest of consumers in the 
real estate sector and to establish an adjudicating mechanism for speedy dispute redressal and also to establish 
the Appellate Tribunal to hear appeals from the decisions, directions or orders of the Real Estate Regulatory 
Authority and the adjudicating officer and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto. The salient 
features of the Act are as following: 

 
• Under the Act, instead of a regular forum of consumers, the purchasers of real estate units from a 

developer would have a specialized forum called the "Real Estate Regulatory Authority" which will be set 
up within one year from the date of coming into force of the Act. In the interim, the appropriate 
Government (i.e., the Central or State Government) shall designate any other regulatory authority or any 
officer preferably the Secretary of the department dealing with Housing, as the Regulatory Authority. 

• The promoter has to register their project (residential as well as commercial) with the Regulatory 
Authority before booking, selling or offering apartments for sale in such projects. In case a project is to be 
promoted in phases, then each phase shall be considered as a standalone project, and the promoter shall 
obtain registration for each phase. 

• Under the Act, developers can sell units only on carpet area, which means the net usable floor area of an 
apartment. This excludes the area covered by the external walls, areas under services shafts, exclusive 
balcony or verandah area and exclusive open terrace area, but includes the area covered by the internal 
partition walls of the apartment. 

• The Act mandates that a promoter shall deposit 70% of the amount realised from the allottees, from time 
to time, in a separate account to be maintained in a scheduled bank. This is intended to cover the cost of 
construction and the land cost and the amount deposited shall be used only for the concerned project. 

• Stringent penal provisions have been prescribed under the Act against the promoter in case of any 
contravention or non-compliance of the provisions of the Act or the orders, decisions or directions of the 
Regulatory Authority or the Appellate Tribunal which are the following: a) If promoter does not register 
its project with the Regulatory Authority – the penalty may be up to 10% of the estimated cost of the 
project as determined by the Regulatory Authority; b) If promoter does not comply with the aforesaid 
order of the Regulatory Authority - imprisonment of up to three years and a further penalty of up to 10% 
of the estimated cost, or both; and c) In case the promoter provides any false information while making an 
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application to the Regulatory Authority or contravenes any other provision of the Act – the penalty may 
be up to 5% of the estimated cost of the project or construction. 

 
STATE LAW 

 
URBAN DEVELOPMENT LAWS 

 
State legislations provide for the planned development of urban areas and the establishment of regional and 
local development authorities charged with the responsibility of planning and development of urban areas 
within their jurisdiction. Real estate projects have to be planned and developed in conformity with the norms 
established in these laws and regulations made thereunder and require sanctions from the government 
departments and developmental authorities at various stages. For instance, in certain states such as Haryana, 
for developing a residential colony, a license is required from the relevant local authority. Where projects are 
undertaken on lands which form part of the approved layout plans and/or fall within municipal limits of a 
town, generally the building plans of the projects have to be approved by the concerned municipal or 
developmental authority. Building plans are required to be approved for each building within the project area. 
Clearances with respect to other aspects of development such as fire, civil aviation and pollution control are 
required from appropriate authorities depending on the nature, size and height of the projects. The approvals 
granted by the authorities generally prescribe a time limit for completion of the projects. These time limits are 
renewable upon payment of a prescribed fee. The regulations provide for obtaining a completion/occupancy 
certificate upon completion of the project. 

 
AGRICULTURAL DEVELOPMENT LAWS 

 
The acquisition of land is regulated by state land reform laws which prescribe limits up to which an entity may 
acquire agricultural land. Any transfer of land which results in the aggregate land holdings of the acquirer in 
the state exceeding this ceiling is void, and the surplus land is deemed, from the date of the transfer, to have 
been vested in the state government free of all encumbrances. When local authorities declare certain 
agricultural areas as earmarked for townships, lands are acquired by different entities. After obtaining a 
conversion certificate from the appropriate authority with respect to a change in the use of the land from 
agricultural to non-agricultural for development into townships, commercial complexes etc., such ceilings are 
not applicable. While granting licenses for development of townships, the authorities generally levy 
development/ external development charges for provision of peripheral services. Such licenses require 
approvals of layout plans for development and building plans for construction activities. The licenses are 
transferable on permission of the appropriate authority. Similar to urban development laws, approvals of the 
layout plans and building plans, if applicable, need to be obtained. 

 
ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATIONS 

 
THE ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION ACT, 1986 (“ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION ACT”) 

 
The purpose of the Environment Protection Act is to act as an "umbrella" legislation designed to provide a 
frame work for Central government co-ordination of the activities of various central and state authorities 
established under previous laws. The Environment Protection Act authorizes the central government to protect 
and improve environmental quality, control and reduce pollution from all sources, and prohibit or restrict the 
setting and /or operation of any industrial facility on environmental grounds. The Act prohibits persons 
carrying on business, operation or process from discharging or emitting any environmental pollutant in excess 
of such standards as may be prescribed. Where the discharge of any environmental pollutant in excess of the 
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prescribed standards occurs or is apprehended to occur due to any accident or other unforeseen act, the person 
responsible for such discharge and the person in charge of the place at which such discharge occurs or is 
apprehended to occur is bound to prevent or mitigate the environmental pollution caused as a result of such 
discharge and should intimate the fact of such occurrence or apprehension of such occurrence; and (b) be 
bound, if called upon, to render all assistance, to such authorities or agencies as may be prescribed. 

 
AIR (PREVENTION AND CONTROL OF POLLUTION) ACT, 1981 

 
Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act 1981(―the Act‖) was enacted with an objective to protect the 
environment from smoke and other toxic effluents released in the atmosphere by industries. With a view to 
curb air pollution, the Act has declared several areas as air pollution control area and also prohibits the use of 
certain types of fuels and appliances. Prior written consent is required of the board constituted under the Act, 
if a person intends to commence an industrial plant in a pollution control area. 

 
WATER (PREVENTION AND CONTROL OF POLLUTION) ACT, 1974 

 
The Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act 1974 (―the Act‖) was enacted with an objective to 
protect the rivers and streams from being polluted by domestic and industrial effluents. The Act prohibits the 
discharge of toxic and poisonous matter in the river and streams without treating the pollutants as per the 
standard laid down by the Pollution control boards constituted under the Act. A person intending to 
commence any new industry, operation or process likely to discharge pollutants must obtain prior consent of 
the board constituted under the Act. 

 
NATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY, 2006 

 
The Policy seeks to extend the coverage, and fill in gaps that still exist, in light of present knowledge and 
accumulated experience. This policy was prepared through an intensive process of consultation within the 
Government and inputs from experts. It does not displace, but builds on the earlier policies. It is a statement of 
India's commitment to making a positive contribution to international efforts. This is a response to our 
national commitment to a clean environment, mandated in the Constitution in Articles 48 A and 51 A (g), 
strengthened by judicial interpretation of Article 21. The dominant theme of this policy is that while 
conservation of environmental resources is necessary to secure livelihoods and well-being of all, the most 
secure basis for conservation is to ensure that people dependent on particular resources obtain better 
livelihoods from the fact of conservation, than from degradation of the resource. Following are the objectives 
of National Environmental Policy:

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IN GENERAL 

 
THE COMPANIES ACT, 1956 AND THE COMPANIES ACT, 2013 

 
The consolidation and amendment in law relating to the Companies Act, 1956 made way to enactment of the 
Companies Act, 2013. The Companies Act, 1956 is still applicable to the extent not repealed and the 
Companies Act, 2013 is applicable to the extent notified. The act deals with incorporation and post 
incorporation. The conversion of private company into public company and vice versa is also laid down under 
the Companies Act, 2013. The provisions of this act shall also apply to banking companies, companies 
engaged in generation or supply of electricity and any other company governed by any special act for the time 
being in force. A company can be formed by seven or more persons in case of public company and by two or 
more persons in case of private company. A company can even be formed by one person i.e. One Person 
Company. The provisions relating to formation and allied procedures are mentioned in the act. 

 
FOREIGN EXCHANGE MANAGEMENT ACT, 1999 

 
The Foreign investment in India is governed primarily by the provisions of the FEMA which relates to 
regulation primarily by the RBI and the rules, regulations and notifications there under, and the policy 
prescribed by the Department of Industrial Policy and Promotion, Ministry of Commerce & Industry, 
Government of India. As laid down by the FEMA Regulations no prior consents and approvals are required 
from the Reserve Bank of India, for Foreign Direct Investment under the ‗automatic route‘ within the 
specified sectoral caps. In respect of all industries not specified as FDI under the automatic route, and in 
respect of investment in excess of the specified sectoral limits under the automatic route, approval may be 
required from the FIPB and/or the RBI. The RBI, in exercise of its power under the FEMA, has notified the 
Foreign Exchange Management (Transfer or Issue of Security by a Person Resident Outside India) 
Regulations,  2000 (―FEMA Regulations‖) to prohibit,  restrict or  regulate,  transfer  by or  issue security to a 
person resident outside India and Foreign Exchange Management (Export of Goods and Services) 
Regulations, 2000 for regulation on exports of goods and services. 

 
THE COMPETITION ACT, 2002 

 
The Competition Act, 2002 (the ―Competition Act‖) prohibits anti competitive agreements, abuse of dominant 
positions  by  enterprises  and  regulates  ―combinations‖  in  India.  The  Competition  Act  also  established  the 
Competition Commission of India (the ―CCI‖) as the authority mandated to implement the Competition Act. 
The provisions of the Competition Act relating to combinations were notified recently on March 4, 2011 and 
came into effect on June 1, 2011. Combinations which are likely to cause an appreciable adverse effect on 
competition in a relevant market in India are void under the Competition Act. A combination is defined under 
Section 5 of the Competition Act as an acquisition, merger or amalgamation of enterprise(s) that meets certain 
asset or turnover thresholds. 

 
There are also different thresholds for those categorized as Individuals and Group. The CCI may enquire into 
all combinations, even if taking place outside India, or between parties outside India, if such combination is 
Likely to have an appreciable adverse effect on competition in India. Effective June 1, 2011, all combinations 
have to be notified to the CCI within 30 days of the execution of any agreement or other document for any 
acquisition of assets, shares, voting rights or control of an enterprise under Section 5(a) and (b) of the 
Competition Act (including any binding document conveying an agreement or decision to acquire control, 
shares, voting rights or assets of an enterprise); or the board of directors of a company (or an equivalent 
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authority in case of other entities) approving a proposal for a merger or amalgamation under Section 5(c) of 
the Competition Act. The obligation to notify a combination to the CCI falls upon the acquirer in case of an 
acquisition, and on all parties to the combination jointly in case of a merger or amalgamation. 

 
CONSUMER PROTECTION ACT, 1986 (COPRA) 

 
The  Consumer  Protection  Act,  1986  (―COPRA‖)  aims  at  providing  better  protection  to  the  interests  of 
consumers and for that purpose makes provisions for the establishment of authorities for the settlement of 
consumer disputes. The COPRA provides a mechanism for the consumer to file a complaint against a trader or 
service provider in cases of unfair trade practices, restrictive trade practices, defects in goods, deficiency in 
services, price charged being unlawful and goods being hazardous to life and safety when used. The COPRA 
provides for a three tier consumer grievance redressal mechanism at the national, state and district levels. Non 
compliance of the orders of these authorities attracts criminal penalties. 

 
THE INDIAN CONTRACT ACT, 1872 (“CONTRACT ACT”) 

 
The Contract Act 1872 codifies the way in which a contract may be entered into, executed, implementation of 
the provisions of a contract and effects of breach of a contract. A person is free to contract on any terms he 
chooses. The Contract Act consists of limiting factors subject to which contract may be entered into, executed 
and the breach enforced. It provides a framework of rules and regulations that govern formation and 
performance of contract. The contracting parties themselves decide the rights and duties of parties and terms 
of          agreement. 

 
INDUSTRIAL DISPUTES ACT, 1947 (“ID ACT”) AND INDUSTRIAL DISPUTE (CENTRAL) 
RULES, 1957 

 
The ID Act and the Rules made thereunder provide for the investigation and settlement of industrial disputes. 
The ID Act was enacted to make provision for investigation and settlement of industrial disputes and for other 
purposes specified therein. Workmen under the ID Act have been provided with several benefits and are 
protected under various labour legislations, whilst those persons who have been classified as managerial 
employees and earning salary beyond prescribed amount may not generally be afforded statutory benefits or 
protection, except in certain cases. 

 
Employees may also be subject to the terms of their employment contracts with their employer, which 
contracts are regulated by the provisions of the Indian Contract Act, 1872. The ID Act also sets out certain 
requirements in relation to the termination of the services of the workman. The ID Act includes detailed 
procedure prescribed for resolution of disputes with labour, removal and certain financial obligations up on 
retrenchment. The Industrial Dispute (Central) Rules, 1957 specify procedural guidelines for lockouts, 
closures, lay-offs and retrenchment. 

 
GOODS AND SERVICES TAX 

 
The Constitution (One Hundred and First Amendment) Act, 2016 which received presidential assent on 
September 8, 2016 paved the way for introduction of goods and services tax (―GST‖) by making provisions 
with respect to goods and services tax. Accordingly, the following GST acts have been enacted: 

 
 Central Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 
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 Integrated Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 

 Union Territory Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017, and 

 Goods and Services Tax (Compensation to States) Act, 2017. 

 
TAXES ON PROFESSIONS, TRADES, CALLINGS AND EMPLOYMENTS 

 
Every person engaged in any profession, trade, callings and employment is liable to pay tax at the rate 
prescribed by the respective state government. It is considered necessary to levy tax on profession, trade 
callings and employment in order to augment state revenues. Every state is empowered by the Constitution of 
India to make laws relating to levy of taxes on professions, trades, callings and employments that shall serve 
as the governing provisions in that state.

A. BACKGROUND

• State Industrial Development Corporations; 

 
• Trusts/societies registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860, as amended, or under any other 

law relating to Trusts and who are authorized under their constitution to hold and invest in equity 
shares; 

 
• Scientific and/or Industrial Research Organizations authorized to invest in equity shares; 

 
• Insurance Companies registered with Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority, India; 

 
• Provident Funds with minimum corpus of Rs.2,500 Lakh and who are authorized under their 

constitution to hold and invest in equity shares; 

 
• Pension Funds with minimum corpus of Rs.2,500 Lakh and who are authorized under their constitution 

to hold and invest in equity shares; 

 
• Multilateral and Bilateral Development Financial Institutions; 

 
• National Investment Fund set up by resolution no. F. No. 2/3/2005-DDII dated November 23, 2005 of 

Government of India published in the Gazette of India; 
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• Insurance funds set up and managed by army, navy or air force of the Union of India 

 
• Any other person eligible to applying in the Issue, under the laws, rules, regulations, guidelines and

PARTICIPATION BY ASSOCIATES OF LM

An FII or a sub-account may participate in this Offer, in 
accordance with Schedule 2 of the FEMA Regulations, until the expiry of its registration with SEBI as an FII 
or a sub-account. An FII shall not be eligible to invest as an FII after registering as an FPI under the SEBI FPI 
Regulations. Further, a qualified foreign investor who had not obtained a certificate of registration as and FPI 
could only continue to buy, sell or otherwise deal in securities until January 06, 2015. Hence, such qualified 
foreign investors who have not registered as FPIS under the SEBI FPI Regulations shall not be eligible to 
participate in this Offer. In case of Applications made by FPIs, a certified copy of the certificate of 
registration issued by the designated depository participant under the FPI Regulations is required to be 
attached to the Application Form, failing which our Company reserves the right to reject any application 
without assigning any reason. An FII or subaccount may, subject to payment of conversion fees under the 
SEBI FPI Regulations, participate in the Offer, until the expiry of its registration as a FII or sub-account, or 
until it obtains a certificate of registration as FPI, whichever is earlier. Further, in case of Applications made 
by SEBI-registered FIIs or sub-accounts, which are not registered as FPIs, a certified copy of the certificate of 
registration as an FII issued by SEBI is required to be attached to the Application Form, failing which our 
Company reserves the right to reject any Application without assigning any reason. In terms of the SEBI FPI 
Regulations, the offer of Equity Shares to a single FPI or an investor group (which means the same set of 
ultimate beneficial owner(s) investing through multiple entities) must be below 10.00% of our post-Issue 
Equity Share capital. Further, in terms of the FEMA Regulations, the total holding by each FPI shall be below 
10.00% of the total paid-up Equity Share capital of our Company and the total holdings of all FPIs put 
together shall not exceed 24.00% of the paid-up Equity Share capital of our Company. The aggregate limit of 
24.00% may be increased up to the sectorial cap by way of a resolution passed by the Board of Directors 
followed by a special resolution passed by the Shareholders of our Company and subject to prior intimation to 
RBI. In terms of the FEMA Regulations, for calculating the aggregate holding of FPIs in a company, holding 
of all registered FPIs as well as holding of FIIs (being deemed FPIs) shall be included. The existing individual 
and aggregate investment limits an FII or sub account in our Company is 10.00% and 24.00% of the total 
paid-up Equity Share capital of our Company, respectively. As per the circular issued by SEBI on November 
24, 2014, these investment restrictions shall also apply to subscribers of offshore derivative instruments 
(―ODIs‖). Two or more subscribers of ODIs having a common beneficial owner shall be considered together 
as a single subscriber of the ODI. In the event an investor has investments as a FPI and as a subscriber of 
ODIs, these investment restrictions shall apply on the aggregate of the FPI and ODI investments held in the 
underlying company. FPIs are permitted to participate in the Offer subject to compliance with conditions and 
restrictions which may be specified by the Government from time to time. Subject to compliance with all 
applicable Indian laws, rules, regulations, guidelines and approvals in terms of Regulation 22 of the SEBI FPI 
Regulations, an FPI, other than Category III foreign portfolio and unregulated broad based funds, which are 
classified as Category II foreign portfolio investor by virtue of their investment manager being appropriately 
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regulated, may issue or otherwise deal in offshore derivative instruments (as defined under the SEBI FPI 
Regulations as any instrument, by whatever name called, which is issued overseas by an FPI against securities 
held by it that are listed or proposed to be listed on any recognized stock exchange in India, as its underlying) 
directly or indirectly, only in the event (i) such offshore derivative instruments are issued only to persons who 
are regulated by an appropriate regulatory authority; and (ii) such offshore derivative instruments are issued 
after compliance with know your client‗ norms. An FPI is also required to ensure that no further issue or 
transfer of any offshore derivative instrument is made by or on behalf of it to any persons that are not 
regulated by an appropriate foreign regulatory authority. 

 
FPIs who wish to participate in the Offer are advised to use the Application Form for Non-Residents (blue in 
color). FPIs are required to apply through the ASBA process to participate in the Offer. 

 
AS PER THE CURRENT REGULATIONS, THE FOLLOWING RESTRICTIONS ARE 
APPLICABLE 

 
FOR INVESTMENTS BY FPIS: 
1. A foreign portfolio investor shall invest only in the following securities, namely- (a) Securities in the 

primary and secondary markets including shares, debentures and warrants of companies, listed or to be 
listed on a recognized stock exchange in India; (b) Units of schemes floated by a domestic mutual funds, 
whether listed on a recognized stock exchange or not; (c) Units of Schemes floated by a collective 
investment scheme; (d) Derivatives traded on a recognized Stock Exchange; (e) Treasury bills and dated 
government securities; (f) Commercial papers issued by an Indian Company; (g) Rupee denominated 
credit enhanced bonds; (h) Security receipts issued by asset reconstruction companies; (i) Perpetual debt 
instruments and debt capital instruments, as specified by the Reserve Bank of India from time to time; (j) 
Listed and unlisted non-convertible debentures/bonds issued by an Indian company in the infrastructure 
sector, where ‗infrastructure‘ is defined in terms of the extant External Commercial Borrowings (ECB) 
guidelines; (k) Non-Convertible debentures or bonds issued by Non – Banking Financial Companies 
categorized as ‗Infrastructure Finance Companies‘ (IFC) by the Reserve Bank of India; (i) Rupee 
denominated bonds or units issued by infrastructure debt funds; (m) Indian depository receipts; and (n) 
Such other instruments specified by the Board from time to time. 

 
2. Where a foreign institutional investor or a sub account, prior to commencement of SEBI (Foreign 

Portfolio Investors) Regulations, 2014, hold equity shares in a company whose shares are not listed on 
any recognized stock exchange, and continues to hold such shares after Initial Public Offering and listing 
thereof, such shares shall be subject to lock-in for the same period, if any, as is applicable to shares held 
by a foreign direct investor placed in similar position, under the policy of the Government of India 
relating to foreign direct investment from the time being in force. 

 
3. In respect of investments in the secondary market, the following additional conditions shall apply: 

a) A foreign portfolio investor shall transact in the securities in India only on the basis of taking and 
giving delivery of securities purchased or sold; 

b) Nothing contained in clause (a) shall apply to: 

 
Any transactions in derivatives on a recognized stock exchange; 

 
Short selling transactions in accordance with the framework specified by the Board; 
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Any transaction in securities pursuant to an agreement entered into with the merchant banker in the 
process of market making or subscribing to unsubscribed portion of the issue in accordance with 
Chapter IX of the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Issue of Capital and Disclosure 
Requirements) Regulations, 2018; 

 
Any other transaction specified by the Board. 

 
b) No transaction on the stock exchange shall be carried forward; 

 
c) The transaction of business in securities by a foreign portfolio investor shall be only through stock 

brokers registered by the Board; provided nothing contained in this clause shall apply to; 

 
i. transactions in Government securities and such other securities falling under the purview of the 

Reserve Bank of India which shall be carried out in the manner specified by the Reserve Bank of 
India; 

 
ii. Sale of securities in response to a letter of offer sent by an acquirer in accordance with the 

Securities and Exchange Board of India (Substantial Acquisition of Shares and Takeovers) 
Regulations, 2011; 

 
iii. Sale of securities in response to an offer made by any promoter or acquirer in accordance with 

the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Delisting of Equity Shares) Regulations, 2009; 

 
iv. Sale of securities, in accordance with the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Buy Back of 

Securities) Regulations, 2018; 

 
v. divestment of securities in response to an offer by Indian Companies in accordance with 

Operative Guidelines of Disinvestment of shares of Indian Companies in the overseas market 
through issue of American Depository Receipts or Global Depository Receipts as notified by the 
Government of India and directions issued by Reserve Bank of India from time to time; 

 
vi. Any bid for, or acquisition of, securities in response to an offer for disinvestment of shares made 

by the Central Government or any State Government; 

 
vii. Any transaction in securities pursuant to an agreement entered into with merchant banker in the 

process of market making portion of the issue in accordance with Chapter IX of the Securities 
and Exchange Board of India (Issue of Capital and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2018; 

viii. Any other transaction specified by Board. 

 
e) A foreign portfolio investor shall hold, deliver or cause to be delivered securities only in 

dematerialized form: Provided that any shares held in non-dematerialized form, before the 
commencement of these regulation, can be held in non-dematerialized form, if such shares cannot be 
dematerialized. 

 
4. Unless otherwise approved by the Board, securities shall be registered in the name of the foreign 

portfolio investor as a beneficial owner for the purposes of the Depositories Act, 1996. 
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5. The purchase of Equity Shares of each company by a single foreign portfolio investor or an investor 
group shall be below ten percent of the total issued capital of the company. 

 
6. The investment by the foreign portfolio investor shall also be subject to such other conditions and 

restrictions as may be specified by the Government of India from time to time. 

 
7. In cases where the Government of India enters into agreements or treaties with other sovereign 

Governments and where such agreements or treaties specifically recognize certain entities to be 
distinct and separate, the Board may, during the validity of such agreements or treaties, recognize 
them as such, subject to conditions as may be specified by it. 

 
8. A foreign portfolio investor may lend or borrow securities in accordance with the framework specified 

by the Board in this regard. 

 
No foreign portfolio investor may issue, subscribe to or otherwise deal in offshore derivative instruments, 
directly or indirectly, unless the following conditions are satisfied: 

 
a) Such offshore derivative instruments are issued only to persons who are regulated by an appropriate 

foreign regulatory authority 

 
b) Such offshore derivatives instruments are issued after compliance with ‗know your client‘ norms: 

 
Provided that those unregulated broad based funds, which are classified as Category II foreign portfolio 
investor by virtue of their investment manager being appropriately regulated shall not issue, subscribe or 
otherwise deal, in offshore derivatives instruments directly or indirectly. 

 
Provided further that no Category III foreign portfolio investor shall issue, subscribe to or otherwise deal in 
offshore derivatives instruments directly or indirectly. 

 
A foreign portfolio investor shall ensure that further issue or transfer of any offshore derivative instruments 
issued by or on behalf of it is made only to persons who are regulated by an appropriate foreign regulatory 
authority. 

 
Foreign portfolio investors shall fully disclose to the Board any information concerning the terms of and 
parties to off-shore derivative instruments such as participatory notes, equity linked notes or any other such 
instruments, by whatever names they are called, entered into by it relating to any securities listed or proposed 
to be listed in any stock exchange in India, as and when and in such form as the Board may specify. 

 
Any offshore derivative instruments issued under the Securities and Exchange Board of India of India 
(Foreign Institutional Investors) Regulations, 1995 before commencement of SEBI (Foreign Portfolio 
Investors) Regulation, 2014 shall be deemed to have been issued under the corresponding provision of SEBI 
(Foreign Portfolio Investors) Regulation, 2014. 

 
The purchase of equity shares of each company by a single foreign portfolio investor or an investor group 
shall be below 10 per cent of the total issued capital of the company. 

 
An FII or its subaccount which holds a valid certificate of registration shall, subject to the payment of 
conversion fees, be eligible to continue to buy, sell or otherwise deal in securities till the expiry of its 
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registration as a foreign institutional investor or sub-account, or until he obtains a certificate of registration as 
foreign portfolio investor, whichever is earlier. 

 
Qualified foreign investor may continue to buy, sell or otherwise deal in securities subject to the provision of 
SEBI (Foreign Portfolio Investors) Regulation, 2014, for a period of one year from the date of 
commencement of aforesaid regulations, or until it obtains a certificate of registration as foreign portfolio 
investor, whichever is earlier. 

 
APPLICATIONS BY SEBI REGISTERED ALTERNATIVE INVESTMENT FUND (AIF), 
VENTURECAPITAL FUNDS AND FOREIGN VENTURE CAPITAL INVESTORS 

 
The SEBI (Venture Capital) Regulations, 1996 and the SEBI (Foreign Venture Capital Investor) Regulations, 
2000 prescribe investment restrictions on venture capital funds and foreign venture capital investors 
registered with SEBI. As per the current regulations, the following restrictions are applicable for SEBI 
registered venture capital funds and foreign venture capital investors: 

 
Accordingly, the holding by any individual venture capital fund registered with SEBI in one company should 
not exceed 25% of the corpus of the venture capital fund; a Foreign Venture Capital Investor can invest its 
entire funds committed for investments into India in one company. Further, Venture Capital Funds and 
Foreign Venture Capital Investor can invest only up to 33.33% of the funds available for investment by way 
of subscription to an Initial Public Offer. 

 
The SEBI (Alternative Investment Funds) Regulations, 2012 prescribes investment restrictions for various 
categories of AIF‘s. 

 
The category I and II AIFs cannot invest more than 25% of the corpus in one Investee Company. A category 
III AIF cannot invest more than 10% of the corpus in one Investee Company. A venture capital fund 
registered as a category I AIF, as defined in the SEBI AIF Regulations, cannot invest more than 1/3rd of its 
corpus by way of subscription to an initial public offering of a venture capital undertaking. Additionally, the 
VCFs which have not re-registered as an AIF under the SEBI AIF Regulations shall continue to be regulated 
by the VCF Regulations. 

 
Our Company or the Lead Manager will not be responsible for loss, if any, incurred by the Applicant on 
account of conversion of foreign currency. There is no reservation for Eligible NRIs, FPIs and FVCIs and all 
Applicants will be treated on the same basis for the purpose of allocation. 

 
APPLICATIONS BY LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIPS 

 
In case of applications made by limited liability partnerships registered under the Limited Liability 
Partnership Act, 2008, a certified copy of certificate of registration issued under the Limited Liability 
Partnership Act, 2008, must be attached to the Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves the right 
to reject any application, without assigning any reason thereof. 

 
APPLICATIONS BY INSURANCE COMPANIES 

 
In case of applications made by insurance companies registered with the IRDA, a certified copy of certificate 
of registration issued by IRDA must be attached to the Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves 
the right to reject any application, without assigning any reason thereof. The exposure norms for insurers, 
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prescribed under the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority (Investment) Regulations, 2000, as 
amended (the ―IRDA Investment Regulations‖), are broadly set forth below: 

 
1. Equity shares of a company: the least of 10% of the investee company‘s subscribed capital (face value) or 

10% of the respective fund in case of life insurer or 10% of investment assets in case of general insurer or 
reinsurer; 

 
2. The entire group of the investee company: the least of 10% of the respective fund in case of a life insurer 

or 10% of investment assets in case of a general insurer or reinsurer (25% in case of ULIPS); and 

 
3. The industry sector in which the investee company operates: 10% of the insurer‘s total investment 

exposure to the industry sector (25% in case of ULIPS). 

 
In addition, the IRDA partially amended the exposure limits applicable to investments in public limited 
companies in the infrastructure and housing sectors on December 26, 2008, providing, among other things, 
that the exposure of an insurer to an infrastructure company may be increased to not more than 20%, provided 
that in case of equity investment, a dividend of not less than 4% including bonus should have been declared 
for at least five preceding years. This limit of 20% would be combined for debt and equity taken together, 
without sub ceilings. 

 
Further, investments in equity including preference shares and the convertible part of debentures shall not 
exceed 50% of the exposure norms specified under the IRDA Investment Regulations. 

 
APPLICATIONS BY BANKING COMPANIES 

 
Applications by Banking Companies: In case of Applications made by banking companies registered with 
RBI, certified copies of: (i) the certificate of registration issued by RBI, and (ii) the approval of such banking 
company‘s investment committee are required to be attached to the Application Form, failing which our 
Company and the Selling Shareholders reserve the right to reject any Application without assigning any 
reason. The investment limit for banking companies as per the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, as amended, is 
30.00% of the paid up share capital of the investee company or 30.00% of the banks‘ own paid up share 
capital and reserves, whichever is less (except in certain specified exceptions, such as setting up or investing 
in a subsidiary, which requires RBI approval). Further, the RBI Master Circular of July 01, 2015 sets forth 
prudential norms required to be followed for classification, valuation and operation of investment portfolio of 
banking companies. 

 
Applications by SCSBs: SCSBs participating in the Offer are required to comply with the terms of the SEBI 
circulars dated September 13, 2012 and January 02, 2013. Such SCSBs are required to ensure that for making 
applications on their own account using ASBA, they should have a separate account in their own name with 
any other SEBI registered SCSBs. Further, such account shall be used solely for the purpose of making 
application in public issues and clear demarcated funds should be available in such account for such 
applications. 

 
APPLICATION BY PROVIDENT FUNDS/ PENSION FUNDS 

 
In case of applications made by provident funds/pension funds, subject to applicable laws, with minimum 
corpus of Rs. 2,500 Lakhs, a certified copy of certificate from a chartered accountant certifying the corpus of 
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the provident fund/ pension fund must be attached to the Application Form. Failing this, our Company 
reserves the right to reject any application, without assigning any reason thereof. 

 
APPLICATION UNDER POWER OF ATTORNEY 

 
In case of applications made pursuant to a power of attorney by limited companies, corporate bodies, 
registered societies, FIIs, Mutual Funds, insurance companies and provident funds with minimum corpus of 
Rs. 2,500 Lakhs (subject to applicable law) and pension funds with a minimum corpus of Rs. 2,500 Lakhs a 
certified copy of the power of attorney or the relevant resolution or authority, as the case may be, along with a 
certified copy of the memorandum of association and articles of association and/or bye laws must be lodged 
with the Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves the right to accept or reject any application in 
whole or in part, in either case, without assigning any reason therefore. 

 
In addition to the above, certain additional documents are required to be submitted by the following entities:
